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PREFACE

The tangible and intangible cultural
heritage of Azerbaijan which is an integral
part of rich Turkish ancient culture holds a
special place in the world’s cultural pantheon.
These cultural values are also included in the
clothing and ornaments. We have the right to
feel proud of the traditional folk dresses, —
passed on from generation to generation and
used until the beginning of the last century,
currently kept to be protected at museum
funds. It is well known that the clothing and
jewelery may give important clues about its
carriers’ age, social and national identity and
even the persons’ nature and personality.
Such folcloric sayings as "if beauty is ten,
nine of them are clothings", "if you're
especially looking for the beautiful then don’t
consider the clothes" show the well noticed
importance and impact of the clothing.

It is no coincidence that there are
countles samples of thoughts not only about
people, but also about their dressings and
ornaments in the folcloric verses, -in the oral
folk art and classical poetry-, which gives a
brief, but very valuable ethnographic
information (translators note: considering the
difficulties of translating these verses due to
their folcloric and archaic nature and possible
misinterpretations , the given samples were
not translated and as follows.

Ethnographic researches and collections
preserved in museum funds allow to express
an opinion that together with the high-quality
fabrics, ornaments and other similar
handworks on the clothes were the main
features of the beauty of women's national
clothes . Ornaments as one of the important
elements of material culture "more fully
reflect social inequalities between social
groups, the mentioned period (the nineteenth
and twentieth century-GA) characteristics,
the life of the people, local and ethnic
identity, ethnic and cultural theme and ethno
genetic connections between Turkish nations,

Milli Azorbaycan Tarixi Muzeyinin “Et-
noqrafiya”, “Arxeologiya” vo “Xiisusi” fondla-
rinda geyim bozoklorinin tarixini arasdirmaga
yardimg¢i ola bilacok vo badii doyorinin misil-
sizliyi ila secilon miixtolif ndv sonotkarliq niimu-
nalori miihafizo olunmaqdadir. “Arxeologiya” vo
“Xiisusi” fondlarda miihafizo olunan qodim dovr
(komarlor, diiymalar, pilskler, sancaqlar, alinlig-
lar, yaxaliglar, timumiyyatlo, biitlin zorgorlik
niimunolori) bazoklori bozon ¢ox primitiv lisul-
larla hazirlansa da, estetik baximdan yiiksok so-
nat asari tosiri bagiglayir (XF 13, XF 20, XF 31,
XF 167, XF 326).

the era of the changes that occurred in the use
of ornaments at different levels of age
groups".

As a result of increased European-
Russian cultural effects on the region,
traditional national clothes which come up to
the present have been adapted to these effects
and gradually removed out from the daily life
despite of its long improving way through the
history. Some of them have been pushed out
from daily use and buried to the archives of
history in accordance with new fashion, while
some others of the practical point of view.
The main purpose of this album is properly
promoting these material values created by
our ancestors, as well as to eliminate the
danger of being forgotten and fall into the
wrong hands; also keep them in safe to
handover to the young generation and to the
attention of foreign researchers.

Various unique and valuable handicraft
clothing and jewelry items, — which may be
helpful to examine the history of national
dress ornaments-, being protected in the
"Ethnography", "Archaeology" and "Special"
funds of Azerbaijan National History
Museum.

Ancient period ornamental stuff (belts,
buttons, pins, necklaces, collar, all the
jewelry samples in general) kept and
protected in the "Archaeology" and "Special"
funds of the Museum, gives an impression of
high aesthetical artworks while it is easy to
see that most of them are prepared using very
primitive methods (XF 13, XF 20, XF 31, XF
167, XF 326). Jewelry from the territory of
Azerbaijan once again shows that " cloth
ornaments and its history is as old as the
history of the culture of clothing." .

Considering their intended wuse the
woman clothing ornaments and jewelry
divided into groups such as head, ears, neck,
chest, spine, hand-wrist, as well as clothing
ornaments. The ornament samples which is
considered to be shown on the album may be
divided into two groups (hanged and stitched)
according to their wearing form, also can be

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mo vo taxma olmagqla iki, istehsal texnologiya-
smna goro iso li¢ qrupa ayirmaq olar. Tikmo
bozokloro miixtolif metallardan hazirlanmis otok-
liklor, diiymalor, ¢arpazlar, yaxaliglar, sarmalar,
toxuma tsulu ilo hazirlanmig bazoklor vo miix-
tolif nov tikmolor, taxma bozoklora isa komar,
garmaq va sancaqlar daxildir.

Geyim bozoklorini istehsal texnologiyasina
gora asagidaki kimi qruplasdirmaq olar: zorgor-
lik sonati isulu ilo hazirlanmis bozoklor (miix-
tolif forma vo iisullarla hazirlanmig yaxaliglar,
otokliklor, diiymolor, carpazlar, garmaqlar, sor-
molor, sancaqlar, komorlor, basmaq bazoklari vo
s.); toxuma tisulu ilo hazirlanmis bozoklor
(sahpoesond, qaragdz bafta, bafta, zoncirs, qiv-
rim, soms vo s.); tikmo sonati novlari ilo orsoyo
gotirilmis bazoklor (“muncuq”, “pilok”, “moli-

yimlorin estetik doyarini artirmaqla yanasi, eyni
zamanda, onu geyinon goxsin maddi durumunu,
sosial voziyyatini do nlimayis etdirirdi.

Muzey kolleksiyasinda toplanan maddi
madoniyyot niimunslori belo demoys osas verir
ki, Azorbaycan gadini yiiksok z&vqlo geyinmok-
lo yanasi, bozonmoyi do 6z moisot torzinin bir
hissosino ¢evirmisdir. Bu iso 6z ndvbasindo zor-
gorlik sonotinin inkisafina tokan vermisdi. Belo
ki, soristoli xalq zorgorlori qadinlarin bozoklors
olan tolobatlarin1 6domoklo hom do bu giin mu-
zey kolleksiyalarmi zonginlosdiroan qiymatli
sonot niimunolori yaratmig, milli modoniyyati-
mizo gdzal tohfolor vermislor.

production technology. Embroidery
decorations made of various metals such as
laps, buttons, crosses, collars, paving and
different types of ornaments prepared by the
method of tissue are belong to the stitched
group, while belts, hooks and pins belong to
hanged ornaments group

According to the manufacturing
technology, clothing jewelry can be classified
as follows: prepared by the method of jewelry
ornaments (various forms and styles of the
collar, laps, buttons, crosses, hooks, paving,
brooches, belts, slippers, jewelry, etc.);
ornaments made by the method of tissue
(shahpesend, dark-eye ornamented gimp,
gimp, lace, curly, shams, etc.); in context
with other types of embroidery designs (
"beads", 'scale", "malila", "bird eye",
"water", "false", "gold", "one star" etc.). All
this while increasing the aesthetic value of
ornaments and clothes, as well as it became a
means to demonstrate the financial situation
of the person wearing it and their social
status.

The collection of the Museum of the
artifacts implies that, in addition to the
woman wearing taste, titivating was a part of
their daily life. This in turn gave impetus to
the development of fine jewelry. Thus, to
meet the women's need for decorations
competent jewelers have created valuable art
samples that enriching the collections in the
museum today, as well as created a wonderful
contribution to national culture.

Women’s role in enriching the clothing
culture particularly should be noted. Women
have not been satisfied with only cutting-
shaping- sewing, or dressing it, but also have
been an important factor on the development
clothing cultures’ and retaining a high aes-
thetical value at the same time. Except the
jewelry works, most of the clothing orna-
ments was a fruit of women creativeness.
Even the application of fine art jewelry works
to the clothing, women’s high taste even add-
ed more value to these ornamental works.

“topalik”, “dilymaca”, “conabond”, “qarmaql
conobond” vo s. daxildir. Muzey kolleksiya-
sinda qorunan on qodim bas bozoyi e.o. II
minilliys aid edilon gicgah bazoyidir.

“Cutquqgaba@r” cutqu (i¢itiik) adlanan
bas geyiminin alin hissasing tikilon bazokloro
deyilir, asason caxmapilok vo torlama tisulu
ilo hazirlanmis elementlordon, metal pullar-
dan ibarot olurdu. Bozon bu bozok elementi
tikmo iisulu ilo do orsoyo gotirilirdi. “Papaqg-
qabag1”, “alinliq”, ‘“dingegabagi”, “ciqqa”
adlanan bozok elementlori cutqugabag ilo ey-
ni funksiya dasiyaraq, formaca da eynidirlor.
Forq yalniz, adlarindan da molum oldugu ki-
mi, hans1 geyim elementins alave olunmala-
rinda idi.

“Uzliik” bas geyimlorinin gicgah hissa-
sino bondlonir, hor iki torofdon sallanaraq,
izlin yan hissalorini ohato edirdi. Bu bozok
elementi muncuq, qotaz vo metaldan miixtolif
tsullarla hazirlanirdi. 9Osasan tirk, eloco do
Dagistan xalqglar torofindon istifado olunurdu.

“Topolik” (“bashq”) osason c¢alma,
dingo tipli bas geyimlorinin iizorino taxilir,
onlarin basda sabitliyini tomin edirdi. Topo-
liklor miixtalif zorgorlik {isulu ilo hazirlanaraq
zoncirloro asilmis metal bozoklordon, sikko-
lordon ibarat olurdu. Geyimo bondlonmosini
tomin etmok {igiin zoncirlorin uclarina qarmaq
lehimlonirdi. Homin elemento goro bu bozok
xalq arasinda bozon “qarmaq” da adlanirdi.
Bu tip bazoklor Azarbaycan vo Dagistan xalg-
lar1 arasinda genis yayilmigdi.

Topolikdon forqli olaraq c¢onabandlar
hom boyun bozayi kimi ¢ixis edir, hom do

HEADWEAR ORNAMENTS

Headwear ornaments used by Azerbaijani
inhabitants at the ancient times has a rich
variety. As example to such decorations
"cutqugabagi» (wrap attachment),
"papaqqabag1” (hat attachment), "dingogabagi»
(forehead cover), "alinliq" (another type of
forehead cover), "lizlik", "ciqqa", "qarmaq" (all
of these three are face covering jewelry),
"topalik" (scull cover), "plaits", "conobond",
"garmaqgli (hooked) conabond" (jaw covering
jewelry) and others. The oldest head ornament
in the collection of the Museum is a temple
decoration from the second millennium BC.

“Cutqugabagi” ” is a decorative element
attached to a head wear called as cutqu (or
icituk) and created using gridding and stitching
small thin metal plates or metal coins.
Sometimes these decorative elements were
produced by the method of embroidery.
"Papaqqabagi1", "ahnhq" "dingaqabag1”, "ciqqa”
are also forms of “cutquqabagi” decorative
elements with the same function. The only
difference is, -as their names imply-, they have
been added to which clothing item.

“Uzliik” - hanged to the temple section of
head wear and covers both side of the face. This
decorative element prepared in different ways
using beads, tassel and metal. Mainly being used
by Turkish, as well as the peoples of Dagestan

to the head wear to
ensure to keep it still and )
immovable.

pread among the peoples of Azerbaijan and
Dagestan.

Unlike the “Topolik”, ¢onobondacts as a
neck decoration, but also had a practical function
to prevent the slipping of the chargat (an inner
head wear) and aragchin (an outer head wear). At
the beginning, a rope was used for this purpose,
but constantly improving practice and intelligence
added a decorative shade to it and convert them to
an ornamental element of dressing. Medieval
miniatures and photographs of the late nineteenth
and early-twentieth century gives us the ability to
create a complete picture of the wearing style of
the conoband. While we observe only bead on the
cenebend ornaments from medieval miniatures, a
wide variety of forms of this accessories may be
seen on photos (of 19tt and early 20th centuries)
nt. And a careful study of MATM collections can
give a clear opinion about this accessories wearing
style. Most of these cenebend exapmles we see
that hooks are attached at the both end of the
chain, while a welded hook on one end and a ring
on another on some. This shows that this ornament
is used as hook as well as stitched embroidery.

One of the main ornaments added to
chalma (an outer head wear) from medieval
miniatures is known as "kekil (panache)".
Together with panache crane plume is also
attached, and was used by both men and woman.
In our opinion, this ornament was used mostly
among the highest social classes and probably
has a root to bird totem of Turkish mythology.
Despite falling out of fashion over the
nineteenth century, two of panache examples
have been included in the museum collection in
1931from the Karabakh's famous Kabirlinsky
family.

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BUTTONS
AND SCALES

The buttons are considered as one of
the most important elements of the clothing
culture. While the researchers of Azerbaijani
clothing culture provide some information
about clothing buttons, but information about
their evolution, types, semantics, functions is
missing to create a complete picture. The
production of buttons has begun at the
Bronze Age, at the same time with jewelry
has started to develop (Mustafayev). Related
to the ancient Turkic peoples’ belief of metal,
along with other jewelry, buttons also used as
an amulet (hemayil). At the beginning stages
these amulets were primitive and without
patterns , but high artistic touch given to this
amulets from time to time, and they’ve
gradually began to be used as jewelry.
Therefore, the buttons can be characterized as
one of the most ancient clothing ornaments.
"A button and buttonhole (which gained more
significance in the subsequent periods) is a
discovery in the clothing history." . The
foundation of today's modern dress depends
on these findings .

The word of “duyme” (button) comes
from the root of the ancient Turkish word
"tugmek" (to tie). As we know, the word of
"qongo (bud)" is used time to time to mean
the word of “diiymo (button)". The word has
passed well into the different European
languages in different versions. “Button” in
English means an unopened flower — bud. It
is same for other European languages as well
(German- "Knopf", Netherland- "Knoop",
Iceland-"knappr", Spanish "baton", Italian —
"Bottone", French- "Bouton" etc.). The word
of button means "bud” and at the same time
"cone" also. The buds of some plants, such as
oak, fir and others can be seen as cones. We
can conclude that wide spread cone shaped

Diiymolorlo yanasi, ¢iyin geyimlorindo,
xiisuson nimtona, ¢opkon vo arxaliqlarda “gar-
paz” adlanan geyim elementindon do istifado
olunurdu. Carpazlar qarsi-qarsiya olaraq geyi-
min bel hissosino borabor sayda tikilirdi. Car-
pazlarin bir torofino qosa, digor torafine iso bir
ilgok lehimlonirdi. Qosa ilgok geyima tikilir, oks
torofindoki ilgoklordon iso miixtolif materialdan
hazirlanmis ip (qaytan) calin-carpaz kegirilir,
tarim ¢akilorok baglanirdi.

female dress ornaments such as buttons,
collars and laps took their such names from
“bud” origin. Most of the studied buttons
from archaeological findings are in cone or
semi-spherical (unopened flower) shape.
Apparently, the producers or craftsmen took
this conic shape widely into consideration
when crafting such ornaments. Even today
“cone” is used as a synonym for the word
"round" (plants bud, flower, small tumors,
etc.) among the people. An interesting feature
to note that some samples of ancient buttons
are shield shaped. Probably buttons might be
assumed as protective as shields.

In the ethnographic literature we may
observe that buttons were classified as round
or cone shaped forms and considered that
only casting method has been used. However,
the researches in the "Ethnography" and
"Special" funds of the Museum proves that
the preparation methodology of the buttons
used in our clothing culture consisted of
casting, gridding, mixed (synthesis of several
production technology) and even prepared
using silk threads buttons also widely used.
To increase the aesthetic beauty of the
buttons, different valuable stones have been
used on them.

In addition to buttons, the “charpaz”
(cross) ornament also used on shoulder
dresses (especially nimtene, chapkan and
archalig). This ornament sewed in equal
number on both side of the spine part of
clothes. On one side there were brazed double
loops, while on the other only one. A rope
from varying materials scarfed trough these
loops in a crossing form and pulled to tie taut.
The name is coming from this method.
Sometimes one of the crosses is a loop, and
the other is made of hook. The collar of the
wear was closed via attaching the hooks to
the loops. Crosses are mostly used on a
shoulder wear named chapkan. This type of
buttons wer in use starting from Middle ages.
Such buttons are widely observed at 16th
century miniatures. At some miniatures of the
book named Kalila and Dimna, such as “false
prophet Mussallima”, “Ardashir and his

wife”, “flying turtle” and “evidence” we see
the cross ornament on the wearings. The
name of “charpaz” is seen for the first time
on a poem of a 16th century poet Dirili
Gurbani. With a sayings such as “Cross touch
button collar...» (4) the poet provides a
valuable information about this ornament.

Since the beginning of the twentieth
century, crosses made of metal coins were
widely used in the nation. To this end, hooks
and loops are brazed on metal coins.
Although buttons are very rare on one of the
traditional folk clothes (kulaja), an example
of such rare dress are preserved at
Ethnography fund (38). Five thousand coins
belonging to the Qajar period are used on
these crosses.

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LAPS, COLLARS
AND ARMLETS

Traditionally, the majority of women's
embroidery decoration elements are collars
and lapping. The decorative elements are
made by the method of gridding and ham-
mering by jewelers, and also might be
complexed from metal coins. These
ornaments mostly were Russian gold coins,
as well as silver and copper coins, as these
coins were main means of payment at that
time. Small loops were brazed on the coins
and then these prepared coins sewed on
different parts of the upper clothes, such as
collars, laps and arms, and ropes or chains
used to tie the clothes.

Lappings were sewed to the front of the
shirt hem. On almost all the photos of the
nineteenth century and early-twentieth
century it is obviously seen that lappers are
on the laps of shirts and long enough to be
seen from the under of the “archalig” (an
outer upper wear). In the past times, a variety
of lapping models such as "Majidiyya",
"Marzandiyya", "Babackhani", "midackhil",
"arpa", "buta", "aypara", "perekli", "cone",
"yarpaq", has been widely used by people.

While the collars are similar in the form
to the lapping ornaments, they are bigger than
the lapping and were attached to the flanges
of upper wears such as arckhalig, lebbade,
chepken, kulaja etc. This ornament is
widespread at the end of 19th and the
beginning of 20th centuries . We should also
note that a special button (named as
“Goushpara") is also used as collar. As an
example, such buttons were sewed on a
lebbade (the inventory numbered 8664 at the
“Special” fund of the Museium), later these
buttons separated from the lebbade, and this
lebbade is handed over to the Ethnography
fund of the Museum.

Another type of collar is attached only
to a shirt collar and covers the entire breast.
The hooks brazed on the edges of the collar
of the inventory numbered XF 128 shows that

It
should be noted that according to the
observation of the fund materials there are
also hanged variations of these collar
ornaments. Those hooked ornaments were
widespread also among the peoples of
Dagestan.

Special attention was paid to decorating
of the armlets of chepken, one of the female
shoulder wear. Armlets are usually decorated
by tissue method, but also with gold, silver
decorations and decorated with different
embroidery techniques.

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PINS

Pins are one of the oldest clothing
ornaments. The most ancient type of the pins,
-belong to Eneolithic period-, are awl shaped
and the head part in various forms. Due to
these pins used for fastening clothes collars
and head wears, different forms used for pin
heads to prevent slipping of the pins and also
for decorative aims, such as ornament or
amulet. Later we see that these pins were
using to fixate the woman head wear and
even as hair pins to distinguish the hair line.
For this reason, they have been recorded as
“hair separating pins in some inventory
books. The same type products can be seen in
a wide range among the findings of Etruscan
and Greco-Roman culture. Interestingly, the
pins found in the territory of Azerbaijan are
older than the others.

In the scientific literature we see
another type of pins, known as "fibula" or
"Greek pin", which was used to fasten the
collar of clothes. In fact, this type of pins
discovered in Azerbaijan territory belong to
13th -11th centuries BC XIII-IX centuries
and have been found during archaeological
works at the Antic Age and the Bronze Age
monuments (Chovdar, Nargizava). No need
to remind that the Hellenistic fibulas belong
to Antic Age.

The third type of the pins are for purely
ornamental aims, while in some cases, used
to connect to the shirts collars. These pins
differ from the previous types with their
complexity of the form and a variety of dif-
ferent ornamental figures. And from the pho-
tos from late 19th and early 20th centuries we
also can conclude that the pins were used as
collar decoration as well.

BELTS

The belts are considered as most
common and heavier type of jewelry among
the clothing decorations. Prepared by
different producing methods a variety of
colorful assortment of gold, silver, copper
belts and belt-ropes is located at the
Archaeology, Ethnography and Special funds
of National History Museum. The history of
belts is as old as the history of clothing
culture. It is well known that the belts have
been used before than the buttons to provide
comfort in the clothes. In the early times
leather, metal and drape belts were used, but
by the time as other clothing components
have been changed according to fashion, the
belts also developed and differed in the form.
As mentioned in archaeological literature the
purpose of the metal belts which have been
produced since the Bronze Age was purely
for practical needs. So, the belts act as a part
of the armor to protect the abdomen region,
and it is useful to hang or attach daggers,
swords and knives. During the following
periods the belt was so common, and it was
impossible to imagine the young and middle-
aged women without belt. A silver belt was
one of the most important elements of the
wedding discussions between the families
and has kept its actuality for many years. In
fact, in some regions even to think to let a girl
without silver belt to marry considered as an
inacceptable situation. If the family was poor,
then they had to use copper belts instead of
silver. Copper belts were replication in form
and in producing methods of gold or silver
belts. Women belts, in addition to being a
decorative element, in turn, provides practical
significance with the clothes stand elegantly,
and also has the ability to keep the clothes
stick to protect the body from the cold.

Silver belts were in majority among the
clothing jewelries of the Azerbaijani people
and were widespread. It can be proved not
only the silver belt numbers in the collection

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of the Special fund of the Museum, as well as
at the collections of all the other museums in
Azerbaijan. Due to price factor, the gold belts
were a component of clothing and gold
ornaments of only a group of highest rank
women, while the relatively inexpensive
silver belts were common among middle-
class women. A high demand to silver belts
has been conditioned the production of these
belts in different forms and types. Not
surprisingly, there are a lot examples of
“silver belts” in folkloric poetry. Until the
beginning of the twentieth century different
types of silver belts which is known as

“pilek”, “gelemi”, “sallama”, “shebeke”,
“gul”, “aynali”, “minali” widely used in
Azerbaijan.

The museum's collection of collected
gold belts is not so much. Main reason for
this is due to the economic situation of the
population. At the beginning of the
nineteenth and twentieth century the
production of gold belts were less and almost
all of them taken from the people during
Soviet time, and some has been sold as pieces
to avoid starvation in wartime.

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FOOT WEAR
ORNAMENTS

Until the beginning of the twentieth
century a special attention was paid to the
decoration of foot wear ornaments which part
of national woman costume. Shoes were
completed with attached scales (gold or
silver), gulabatin, takalduz, filling and bead
embroidery. The heel seat of shoes was
decorated with special metal board. This shoe
decoration called “daban (heel, kind of
ornaments)” in ethnographic literature and it
especially was used in the shoes of brides and
aristocratic ladies with their order. Sometimes
“daban (heel)” was cut from pure gold and
silver, mostly pouring from iron and surface
was decorated with gold coated, qarasavad
and other methods. Formerly, decorationa of
shoes with attached buttons was in vogue.
Such decorations also were made from gold,
silver and copper. Prepared boards were
sewed to the surface of shoe with certain
form. Boots also was decorated with
gulabatin, takalduz and qullabi embroidery
methods too. Claddings for preparing shoes
usually were ordered to skillful master.
Mostly women were engaged with this
profession at home.

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TISSUE ORNAMENTS

A great of group ornaments of sawing
clothes arrange ornaments prepared with
tissue method. Bafta, zarbafta, zancura,
shahpasand, shams, qivrim (quyrum), sarma
and others include to these ornaments. Tissue
ornaments (shirt, chepken, nimtana, kulaca,
arkhalig, kurdu, lebbade, tuman, chutbalaq,
darbalaq, chutqu, charshab, ruband) have
made to neckband snip, laps and to the arms
of clothes. Qaragoz bafta (a kind of tissue)
mainly were used to close surface of sewing.

These kinds ornaments have been
knitted with silk and gulabatin (kind of
tissue) thread in special bench. In the past
these clothes ornaments have been knitting
with gold and silver threads too. After leaving
welfare of national clothing, they have been
burned and gold have been separated from
thread, then gold have been involved to the
recycled production for preparing of jewelry.

One of the widely used elements of
ornaments in national clothes of Azerbaijan is
clothing ornament which called ‘“sarma”
(sarima- to reel). This type of ornament have
been created with reeling to surface of silk
thread wire of gulabatin ( kind of tissue) , that
is why called such. Analogues shaped
ornaments have been created by jewelers is
also known with name ‘“sarma” too. They
also have taken their names from sawing
ornaments. As garagoz bafta (kind of tissue)
sarma also have been used to close surface of
sewing in clothes and in creating edging.
Sarma (kind of tissue) also have been used
with great artistic taste in decoration different
household items.
