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Yeni tarixi-etnoqrafik tadqiqgat

“Azar-ilma”nin  rohbari, Azarbaycan Respublikasinin  9makdar
incasanat xadimi, tarix tzro falsafa doktoru, professor Vidadi Muradov
gadim xalcalarn 6yranmakla yanasi, bu unikal sanat asarlarinin asasinda
tariximizin bir sira magamlarnini da tadqiq edir. Onun elmi yaradiciliginda
ilk dafs olaraq xalcalar Azarbaycanin ahali tarixi zamininds arasdirmalara
calb edilmisdir. Tadgigatcinin mixtalif illards nasr olunmus “Azarbaycan
xalcalan”, “Azarbaycan xalcalar. Qarabag qrupu”, “Azarbaycan xalca
sanati”, “Azarbaycan xalcalari. iravan qrupu”, “Azarbaycan xalcalari. Ganca
qrupu”, “Azarbaycan xalcalari. Quba grupu”, “Azarbaycanin iravan bolgasi:
tarixi va xalcalan” va s. kimi kitablari, brosurlari, dars vasaitlari, monog-
rafiyalan sanatstinasliq va tarixsiinasliq baximindan mahim ahamiyyat
kasb edan asarlari gargin axtarislarin, miqayisali tahlillarin naticasidir.
Bu nasrlarin mixtalif - rus, alman, ingilis, tirk, arab, ivrit, italyan, fransiz
dillarinda darc olunmasi diinya ictimaiyyatinin Azarbaycan xalcalari ila
daha darindan, ham da elmi arasdirma obyekti olaraq tanishgina imkan
yaratmisdir.

Professor V.Muradovun tarixi-etnografik arasdirmalarinin obyekti
ham xalcalar, ham da xalcacilardir. Hayatini bu miigaddas xalq sanatinin
yasadilmasina, davam etdirilarak nasildan-nasla 6tirilmasina hasr et-
mis minlarla xalcaci gadin 6z al islari ils birlikda ilk dafa kompleks olaraqg
mahz V.Muradovun tadqiqgatlarinin mévzusuna cevrilmisdir.

“Azar-ilma”nin reallasdirdigi “Azarbaycan xalcalari batin qruplari
ila” fundamental elmi-tacriibi layiha carcivasinda “Naxcivan xalcacilari”
(2013), “Qazax-Borcali bélgasinin xalcacilan” (2014) kitablar Naxcivan
Muxtar Respublikasinin Sahbuz, Sarur, Sadarak, Culfa, Kangarli, Babak,
Ordubad rayonlarini, Tovuz, Agstafa, Qazax, hamcinin Gircistan Respub-
likasinin azarbaycanlilar yasayan Bolnisi (Coriik Qamarli), Marneuli (Sar-
van), Zalqa (Barmagqsiz), Dmanisi (Baskecid), Tetri-Skaro (Agbulaq) kimi
boyik cografi areali ahata edan materiallari aks etdirir.

Oxuculara taqdim olunan “Qarabag boélgasinin xalcaciliq tarixi” ki-
tab-kataloqu” Azar-ilma“nin daha bir ugurudur.

Qurulusca sads, lakin 6ziindan avvalki hec bir nasri istar mazmun,
istarsa da keyfiyyat baximindan takrarlamayan bu kitabin Gslubu farglidir.
9sards “Qarabag bolgasi” anlayisi altinda miayyanlasdirilan cografi areal

“Qarabag
bolgasinin inzibati-siyasi, etnik va sosial-iqtisadi tarixi” basligh tarixi-et-
noqrafik ocerkds bu inzibati rayonlarin tadqiq olunan dévr arzinda tarixi,
abidalari, kandlari, demografiya masalalari, maskunlasma, yerdayisma
proseslari, xususila Canubi Azarbaycan arazisindan siyasi-ictimai

hadisalar zamininda buraya kocurilan tayfalar, onlarin masquliyyati,

akincilik, baramacilig, maldarliq, qoyunculug kimi tasarrifat sahalari,
burada formalasmis damircilik, dulusculug, misgarlik, zargarlik, ipakcilik,
o cimladan xalcaciliq kimi sanatkarliq sahalari ayri-ayr tarixi manbalara
istinadan tahlil edilmisdir. V.Muradovun problema kompleks yanasma-
si 0yranilan dovrin sanatkarliq manzarasini butin tafarriatlan ila goz
oninda canlandirmada imkan yaradir. Bu isa Qarabag bdlgasinin xal-
cacihq ananalarinin yaranma, tekamil va bazan da tanazzil, durgun-
lug dévrlarinin tarixi, siyasi-ictimai sabablarinin éyranilmasi baximin-
dan mihim ahamiyyat kasb edir. Qarabag bélgasinin xaritalarinin da
toqdim edilmasi materialin ayaniliyini gaclandirir. Zannimizcs, tarixi
proseslardan ayriligda tasavvir edilmayan, bilavasita tarixla bagli olan
sanat va sanatkarliq masalalarinin bu aspektda 6yranilmasi daha diz-
gin naticalar alda etmaya imkan verir.

“Qarabag balgasinin xalcaciliq tarixina dair” adli névbati ocerkda
muallif Qarabagin xovlu, xovsuz xalcalarini, xalca mamulatlarini Gmumi-
likda Azarbaycan xalcacihgi aspektinda tahlil va migayisa edir. XVIII asrin
sonundan etibaran bélgada toxunmus xalca va xalca mamulatlarinin tex-
niki, badii gostaricilari, cografi saraite muvafiq olaraq xovlu va xovsuz
xalcalarin istehsali, onlara talabat masalalarindan bahs edir. Qarabagda
yasayan, yaylag-qislaq hayat tarzi keciran maldar tayfalarinin gindalik
moaisatinda istifads olunan palaz, cecim, zili, kilim, sumax, varni, sadda
kimi xovsuz xalcalar, xurcun, mafras, at culu, érkan, duzqabi, heyba va
s. xalca mamulatlari, hamcinin xovlu xalcalar, onlarin élcilari, formala-
r, iplari hagqinda malumatlar taqdim edilir. “9jdahali”, “Bahmanli” va
s. kimi ananavi cesnilarin, sijetli xalcalarin tahlili, miqayisasi mihim
ahamiyyat kasb edir.

“Xalcacilar va xalcalar” adli an boyiik bélma kataloq xarakteri dasi-
yir. Bolma 2011-2014-cu illarda apariimis ekspedisiyalar zamani toplan-
mis ¢6l materiallari asasinda hazirlanmisdir. Buraya 16 rayonun xalcacilari
haqqinda bioqrafik malumatlar va fotosakillar daxildir. Maallif mixtalif
yas kateqoriyalarina aid, bazilari diinyasini dayismis bu xalcacilarla ya-
nasl, hatta onlarin ustadlarina dair informasiya da toplamisdir. Bu, bitov
bir naslin, o cimladan kandin xalcaciliq ananalarini izlamaya imkan ya-
radan oldugca mihim bir gostaricidir. Onu da qeyd edsk ki, bu sapkida
aparilan arasdirma ham xalcacisi, ham da xalcasi ilo diinyaya nima-
yis etdirilan Qarabag xalcacihginin tark koklarini, milli mansubiyyatini
muiayyanlasdirmak baximindan shamiyyatlidir. Har rayonun arazisi, cog-
rafi-iglim saraiti, ahalisi, kandlari haqqinda verilan mixtasar malumatin
ardinca taqdim edilan gostaricilar alifba ardicilligr asasinda tartib edil-
misdir.

“Tacirlor” adl névbati bélmaya XIX asrin ikinci yarisindan-XX asrin
avvallarinadak Qarabagda yasamis, faaliyyatlari Susa, Agdam, Tabriz
va Azarbaycanin digar xalca ticarati markazlari ilo alagadar olan xalca



tacirlarinin fotosakillari va biografik malumatlar daxildir. Sovet donaminda
daim taqib olunan bu tacirlarin gadim xalcalarimizin, cesnilarimizin bu
giinadak gorunub-saxlanilmasinda mistasna xidmatlari olmusdur. XIX
asrin avvallarindan etibaran Rusiyanin, Tarkiyanin, iranin, Avropa va
Amerika olkalarinin ticarat dévriyyasina daxil olmus, keyfiyyatina, na-
xislarina gora yiksak qiymatlandiriloan Qarabag xalcalarinin populyarliq
gazanmasinda bu xalca tacirlarinin rolu avazsizdir.

Xalcalarnin goézalliyini sartloandiran an mihim amillardan biri ds
onlarin iplarinin dizgun va keyfiyyatli sakilda boyanmasidir. Boyaqgiliq
garabadhlarin azali sanat sahalarindan biri olmusdur. “Boyaqgilar” adli
boélmada Qarabag bélgasinds xalcacilarla birlikda faaliyyat gdéstarmis
pesakar boyaqcilar barada do malumat almaq mimkindir. Kitabin kata-
loq hissasi bu bolma ilo tamamlanir.

Azarbaycan elmi adabiyyatinda ilk dafs olaraq xalcalarin xalca in-
deksi asasinda dayarlandirilmasi ham mitaxassislar, ham da genis oxu-
cu katlasi icin maraq kasb edir. Rang, naxis, 6lci, forma, shamiyyat,
tarixilik, torama va s. kimi gostaricilar asasinda giymatlandirilan bu xal-
calar muxtalif tarixi dovrlarde Qarabag bolgasinin ayri-ayrn rayonlarinda
toxunmusdur.

Bolgada toxunan xalcalarin simvollarina dair bélmada bitin Azar-
baycan xalcalarinda, o cimladan Qarabag xalcalarinda rast galinan lokal
simvollar, isaralar, remzlar gostarilir va sarh edilir. Miallifin Qarabag xal-
calarinin simvolikasini bu sakilda tadqiq etmasi onun Azarbaycan xal-
calarinin digar gruplar ils ideya-mazmun cahatdan baghhgini nimayis
etdirir.

Kitabda taqdim edilan 16 rayonun 378 xalcaciliq mantagasini ahata
edan sxem xarita tasiri bagislayir. Bu kandlarin sadaca say1 bolganin xal-
cacihg ananalarinin miqyasi hagqinda aydin tasavvir yarada bilir.

Bu asarin isiq Gzi gormasi yalniz sanatsinaslarin deyil, tarixci va
etnograflarin da boylk maragina sabab olacaqdir. Bela asarlar elmi
ictimaiyyat, bitovlikda xalq tarafindan musbat qiymatlandirilir, ideoloji
tabligat isina komaklik gostarir. indiyadak Qarabag tarixina hasr olun-
mus yizlarla giymatli tadqiqgat isinin sirasina Azarbaycan, rus va ingilis
dillarinda nasr edilan bu kitabin daxil olmasi, s6zsiz ki, mihim hadisadir.

9sarin an maraqgli cahatlarindan biri do burada Azarbaycan gadini-
nin sanat dinyasinin, yasantilarinin, xalcalarda abadilasmis fantaziyala-
rnnin, kokina, obasina bagliliginin 6z aksini tapmasidir. Bu tadqiqati ila
muallif Azarbaycanin xalcaci gadinlarini dinyanin har yerinda dyranilan,
sevilan Azarbaycan xalcalarinin yaradicilari kimi ugurla tablig edir.

Professor V. Muradovun “Qarabag bdlgasinin xalcacihq tarixi” kita-
bi azarbaycanciliq ideyalarinin giclanmasing, respublikamizda, eyni za-
manda onun hidudlarindan kanarda yasayan azarbaycanlilarin birliying,
hamrayliyine boyik tohfadir. Alim Qarabag xalcaciligini Azarbaycanin

digar bolgalarinin xalcaciliq ananalari ilo vahdatds tadqiq edarak, bu
gadim torpadin tarixan turk yurdu, tirk maskani oldugunu sibut edir.
Onun tadqiqgata calb etdiyi xalca va xalca nimunalari arxeoloji gazintilar
zamani alda edilmis maddi-madaniyyat mamulatlari, gadim alyazmalar,
qayaustd resmlar gadar mihim tarixi-etnografik ahamiyyat kasb edir.

Tacriiba gostarir ki, xalq yaradicihdgina hasr olunmus tadqiqat asarlari
zaman kecdikca 6z ahamiyyatini itirmir, askina, daha boyik 6nam kasb
edir. Hesab ediram ki, professor Vidadi Muradovun Azarbaycan xalca-
cihq sanatinin inkisafi, dircaldilmasi va galacak nasillara dyradilmasi
istigamatinda hayata kecirdiyi fundamental layihalari, elmi asarlari, mo-
noqrafiyalari, o cimladan “Qarabag bolgasinin xalcacilq tarixi” adli kitab-
kataloqu da 6z aktualligini qoruyacaq, elmi ictimaiyyat va tmumiyyatla
genis oxucu kutlasi tarafindan ragbatla qarsilanacaq.

New historical-ethnographic research

Head of “Azer-lime,” Esteemed Art Worker of the Republic of Azer-
baijan, Professor Vidadi Muradov PhD, illustrates a number of points in
our history relating to the unique art of carpet weaving, in addition to
studying antique samples. For the first time carpets have been invol-
ved in research based on the historical population of Azerbaijan. The
researcher’s books, brochures, manuals, and monographs, “Azerbaijani
carpets,” “Azerbaijani carpets. Karabakh group,” “Azerbaijani carpet we-
aving art,” “Azerbaijani carpets. Iravan group,” “Azerbaijani carpets. Gan-
ja group,” “Azerbaijani carpets. Guba group,” “Azerbaijan’s Iravan district:
history and carpets,” and others published over the years are important
works on art and historiography, the result of comparative analysis and
intensive study. The variety of languages in which these publications are
issued - Russian, German, English, Turkish, Arabic, Hebrew, Italian, French
- have created an opportunity for the world to become thoroughly fami-
liar with Azerbaijani carpets, on a scientific level.

Both carpets and carpet weavers are the subject of Professor V.
Muradov’s historical and ethnographic research. Thousands of female
weavers and their handicraft were the focus of complex investigations of
V. Muradov, who has dedicated his life to the survival of folk art and its
transfer from generation to generation.

The “Carpet weavers of Nakhchivan” (2013) and “Carpet weavers of
Gazakh-Borchaly district” books, within the framework of “Azerbaijani
Carpets and all their groups,” (2014) are fundamental scientific-experi-
mental projects realized by “Azer-llme.” They cover a vast area, including
Shahbuz, Sherur, Sederek, Julfa, Kangarli, Babek, and Ordubad district
of the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic; Tovuz, Aghstafa and Gazakh
district; and the Republic of Georgia’s Bolnisi (Goruk Gamarli), Marneuli
(Sarvan), Zalga (Barmagsiz), Dmanisi (Bashkechid), and Tetri-Skaro (Agh-
bulag) territories, where Azerbaijanis live.

The study introduced in “The History of Carpet weaving in Karabakh
region” book is another achievement of “Azer-llme.”

The style of this book is simple in structure, unique from all previous
publications in terms of content and quality. The geographical area identi-
fied under “Karabakh region” is significant. The author rightfully presents
the territories: “Karabakh,” “Lowland Karabakh,” and “Mountainous Ka-
rabakh” (Aghjabadi, Aghdam, Aghdara, Barda, Beylagan, Jabrayil, Fuzuli
and Kalbajar, Lachin, Gubadli, Shusha, Tartar, Khankandi, Khojali, Khoja-
vand, Zangilan), known in scientific literature up to now as “Karabakh
region.” In the historical-ethnographic essay titled “The administrative,
political, ethnic and socio-economic history of Karabakh region” cited in
this book, the history, monuments, villages, demographics, settlement,
resettlement (especially the tribes from Southern Azerbaijan transfer-
red here due to socio-political events) and their daily duties, agriculture,
silk farming, general farming, sheep breeding, the arts, blacksmithing,

pottery, copper works, jewelry making, silk art and carpet weaving, are
analyzed in reference to external historical sources. The detailed appro-
ach of V. Muradov highlights the craftsmanship of the period. This has
great importance in terms of the historical and socio-political context
behind the emergence of carpet weaving in Karabakh region, its evolu-
tion and sometimes recession. The maps of Karabakh strengthen visual
clarity of the material. We believe the study of art and craftsmanship, as
directly related to history, inseparable from evolution, allows for drawing
more accurate conclusions.

The author analyzes and compares pile weave and flat weave car-
pets and carpet products of Karabakh in respect of Azerbaijani weaving
in general in the section called “On the history of carpet weaving in Kara-
bakh region.” It highlights the technical and artistic indicators of carpets
and carpet products woven since the late 18" century, the production of
pile weave and flat weave carpets and their demand. Information on car-
pet products like saddle bags, mafrashes, horse covers, orkens, salt bags,
heybes, and flat weave carpets - palas, jajims, zilis, kilims, sumakhs, ver-
nis, shaddas and others - used daily by nomadic tribes, their sizes, sha-
pes, and yarns, is provided alongside information on dyeing traditions
that developed in parallel with other national applied art fields in these
lands, across centuries. The comparison of Karabakh’s most famous “Dra-
gon” and “Bahmanli” - pictorial and portrait carpets - is highly important.

The largest section, “Carpet weavers and carpets,” contains all the
characteristics of a catalogue. This section was prepared on the basis of
field material gathered during expeditions conducted during 2011-14. It
contains photos and biographies of weavers in 16 districts. The author
has collated information about the age of the weavers, some of whom
have passed away, and their masters. This is an indicator of carpet wea-
ving traditions passing through entire generations as well as villages. It
should be noted that research in this regard identifies the Turkish roots
and national identity of Karabakh carpet weaving, now presented to the
world with its weavers and their carpets. Information on the territory, its
geography, climate, and population of each district is provided in Azer-
baijani alphabetical order.

The next section, called “Traders,” includes biographic information
and photos of carpet traders who lived in Karabakh from the late 19
century to the early 20" century, whose work was related to carpet tra-
de centers in Shusha, Aghdam, Tabriz and other districts in Azerbaijan.
These traders, who were persecuted during the Soviet period, made an
exceptional contribution to the protection of our antique carpets and de-
signs. The role of these traders in the popularity of Karabakh carpets,
highly valued for their quality and patterns in trade circles of Russia, Tur-
key, Iran, Europe and America since the early 19" century, is undeniable.



One of the most important factors in determining the beauty of the
carpets is the accuracy and quality of the dyed yarns. Dyeing is an age-
old art field of the Karabakh people. In the “Dyers” section it is possible
to get acquainted with professional dyers who worked with the carpet
weavers in Karabakh region. The catalogue section of the book is comp-
leted with the dyers.

The evaluation of carpets based on the carpet evaluation index - its
first use ever in Azerbaijani scientific literature - is interesting for both
experts and the general reader. These carpets, evaluated on the basis of
their color, design, size, shape, importance, date, breeding, and other in-
dicators were woven in different districts of Karabakh throughout various
historical periods.

In the section on carpet symbols, local signs and signifiers encounte-
red both on Azerbaijani carpets in general and also in Karabakh are pre-
sented with descriptions. The author’s study of Karabakh carpet symbols
in this format demonstrates their connection with other groups of Azer-
baijani carpets.

The book maps out 378 carpet weaving centers in 16 districts. Only
the number of villages can provide an idea of the scale and distribution
of the districts’ carpet weaving traditions.

The release of this work of by V. Muradov will be of great impor-
tance to, not only critics, but also historians and ethnographers. Such
works are positively assessed by the scientific community and entire
nation, and contribute to ideological awareness. The inclusion of this
book, published in Azerbaijani, Russian and English, among hundreds of
valuable research publications on the history of Karabakh up until now,
is of significance.

Perhaps the most interesting feature of this work is the representa-
tion of Azerbaijani women’s artistic world, experiments, and ideals ref-
lected on the carpets, in relation to their roots and native land. Through
his research, the author promotes Azerbaijani weavers as the founders
of Azerbaijani carpets. Professor Vidadi Muradov’s book “The history of
carpet weaving in Karabakh region,” makes a significant contribution to
the strengthening of Azerbaijani ideals, and to the union and solidarity of
Azerbaijanis living in Azerbaijan and abroad. By studying Karabakh car-
pet weaving in harmony with carpet weaving traditions of Azerbaijan’s
other districts, the scientist proves that this ancient land has historically
been Turkish land and home to a Turkish nation. The carpet samples
and carpet products involved in his research are of paramount historical
and ethnographic importance, as much as the cultural artifacts, ancient
manuscripts, and petroglyphs found during archaeological excavations.
Experience shows that research devoted to folk art does not lose its sig-
nificances over time; in fact, it grows in value.

| believe that Professor Vidadi Muradov’s fundamental projects, car-
ried out to develop and revive the art of Azerbaijani carpet weaving and
teach it to future generations, his scientific works, monographs, and,
“The History of Carpet Weaving in Karabakh region” catalogue, will retain
their relevance and will be received compassionately by both experts
and the general reader.

Qarabag bolgasi ham alverisli cografi mévqeyi, fisunkar tabiati,
ham da olduqca zangin siyasi, igtisadi vo madani tarixi ila diggati calb
edir. Dunyanin ilk yasayis maskanlarindan biri hesab edilan Azix maga-
rasinin burada yerlasmasi Qarabagin hals gadim zamanlardan insanlarn
yasamasl ticin cox alverisli arazi olduguna dalalat edir. Azix magarasin-
dan askar edilmis gadim ocaq yeri, 350-400 min il avval yasamis insanin
alt cona simiyd va coxlu sayda diger maddi-madaniyyat nimunalari
buradaki gadim insanlarin hayat tarzi, tasarrifat faaliyyati va dini diin-
yagorisi haqqinda aydin tasavvir yaradir. Tunc, erkan damir dovrlarini
ahata edan Kir-Araz va Xocali-Gadabay madaniyyatlarina aid maddi-
madaniyyat nimunalari Qarabag bolgasi ahalisinin hayat tarzi hagqinda
malumatlari daha da zanginlasdirir.

Qarabadgin tarixi Azarbaycanin simalinda meydana galmis va ya-
xud bu torpaqlari da shata etmis tirk-misalman dévlatlarinin tarixi
ila six bagh olmusdur. Bu arazi hala e.a. Il asrdan-eramizin VII asrinin
avvallarina gadar gadim Albaniya dévlstinin tarkibinds olmusdur. Bu
doévrda Qarabag arazisi Arsax (aslinda arsak), Uti, Sakasena va Payta-
karan vilayatlarindan ibarat idi." Adi tirkmansali gadim sak tayfalari ila
bagli olan Arsax vilayati Qarabagin daha cox dagliq hissasini ahats et-
misdi va o Albaniyanin an inkisaf etmis vilayatlarindan hesab olunurdu.
Burada gadim saklarla yanasi, tirkmansali hun, xazar, barsil, gargar va s.
tayfalar da yasayirdilar.?

VIl asrdan baslamis arab istilalar Azarbaycanin, o cimladan Qara-
bagin da tarixi-siyasi cografiyasina tasirsiz 6tismamisdir. orab mualliflari
bu dovrdan etibaran xilafat tarafindan lagv edilmis Albaniya arazisini “Ar-
ran” adlandirmislar. ilk dévrlarda Arranin ahata etdiyi cografi areal kimi
simal-sarqda Darbanddan baslamis garbda Tiflisa, canubda va canub-
gorbds isa Araz cayina qadar olan arazilar nazarda tutulurdu. Lakin bir
gadar sonralar “Arran” dedikds, daha kicik arazi, daha dogrusu, Kir va
Araz caylari arasindaki torpaqlar basa disalirdi.?

arab xilafatinin zaiflomasi naticasinda Azarbaycan arazisinda yeni,
mustaqil dovlatlar meydana goaldi. Qarabag arazisi IX-XI asrlarda mov-
cud olmus Sacilar, Salarilar, Saddadilar, XII-XIlI asrin avvallarinda isa
Eldanizlar dévlatlarinin inkisaf etmis vilayatlarindan birina cevrilmisdi.
XII-XIV 3srlards Qarabag arazisi Hulakilar dévlatinin tarkibinda olan an
ahamiyyatli bolgalardan biri kimi sohrat qgazanmisdi (xarita 17). Hilaki
sahzadalarindan Qazan xanin va Arpa xanin ozlarini mahz Qarabadda
hokmdar elan etmalari da bununla bagh idi.*

Qeyd etmak vacibdir ki, Azarbaycanin Kiir va Araz caylari arasindaki
torpaqlannin “Qarabag” adlandiriimasi da Hilakdlarin hakimiyyati dov-
rina tasaduf edir. “Xalq va bag”, “Boyiik bag”, “Safali bag” manasini veran
bu termina ilk dafa Fazlullah Rasidaddinin “Cami at-tavarix” asarinda “Ar-
ran Qarabag1” formasinda tasadif olunur. Tadgiqatc V.Piriyevin fikrinca,
arazinin “Arran Qarabadi” adlandinimasi hec da tasadifi olmamis, onu
ham Azarbaycanda, ham da qonsu 6lkalarde mévcud olmus eyniadli
digar arazilardan farglandirmak magsadi dasimisdir.> Bununla bels, “Qa-
rabag” adinin peceneq-kangar tayfalarindan birinin adi ila bagh olmasi
haqqinda da fikirlar var. Tadqiqatci Q.Qeybullayev gdstarir ki, bolganin
adi gadim va orta asrlarde Naxcivanda, Qarabagda maskunlasmis eyni-
adl tayfanin adu ils alagadar yaranmisdir.

Qarabagda asrlar boyu aksar tirk xalglan Gciin xarakterik olan
yaylag-qislag hayati va onun aynlmaz hissasi olan maldarliq tasarriifati
ananalari inkisaf etmis, onun dagliq va dagatayi, dizan arazilari vahid
igtisadi makanin tarkib hissasi olmusdur. Tam inamla séylomak olar ki,
Qarabagda hec zaman “Dagliq Qarabag” adh ayrica makan olmamisdir.
9slinds, stini yaradilmis “Dagliq Qarabag” istilahi XIX asrdan ermanilarin
Azarbaycan torpaglanna kocirilmasindan sonra meydana ¢ixmisdir.

Qarabag arazisi XV asrds Azarbaycanin Qaraqoyunlu va Agqoyunlu,
XVI asrdan isa Safavilar dovlatlarinin tarkibinda olmusdur. Qaraqoyunlu-
lar va Adqoyunlular dévriinds Qarabagin da daxil oldugu Arran ayalati,
arab dovrindn Arrani il miiqayisada arazi baximindan xeyli kicilmis, Kar
va Araz caylarnnin qovusdugu yerdan baslayaraq Goyca golins gadar uza-
nan arazilari shata etmisdir. Bu dévrda “Arran” adlanan arazinin tarkibina
Qarabagla yanasi, Gistasp va Arasbar mahallari da daxil idi.

Azarbaycan xalqinin dévlatcilik tarixinda mihim marhala olan
Safavilar dovlatinin yaranmasi Qarabagin da siyasi, igtisadi hayatina
va inzibati bolgisina ciddi tasir gostarmisdi. Safavilar dovlatinin Azar-
baycanda yaratdigi inzibati-arazi vahidlarindan biri markazi Ganca sahari
olan Qarabag baylarbayiliyi idi. Qarabadin ilk baylarbayi vazifasini Qa-
carlar tayfasinin Ziyadoglu oymadindan olan Sahverdi Sultan tutmusdur.”

Xanhq Saki, Ganca,
iravan, Naxcivan, Qaradag, Cavad ve Samaxi xanliglar ilo
hamsarhad idi (xarita 3). Xanhgin arazisi 5 alban malikliyi
doa daxil olmagqla, 21 mahala bélinirdd. Bu mahallar asa-
gidakilar idi: Sisian, Damircihasanli, Kipara, Bargisad,
Baqabyurd, Kabirli, Tatev, Cavansir, Talis, Xacin, Kolani,
Cilabord, Xirdapara Dizaq, Pusyan, Dizaq Cavansir, Otuziki,
lyirmidord, Qaracorlu, Varands, Dizaq, Acnan Tirk.™

Qarabag xanliginin banisi olan Panahali xan (1747-1763)
Cavansirlar tayfasinin Saricali oymagindan idi. Panahali
xan Qarabag xanhginin harbi va iqtisadi qudratini artir-
o maq, arazisini genislandirmak G¢iin cox gargin faaliyyat
gostarmisdir. Har an gozlanilan hicum tahlikasini nazara
alan xan 1748-ci ilds “Bayat”, 1751-ci ilda “Sahbulaq”,
1756/1757-ci ilda sonralar “Susa” adlandirilan Panahabad

etmak mumkindir. Birinci manbanin verdiyi malumatdan aydin olur ki,
son orta asrlarda Kir-Araz caylari arasindaki genis torpaqlar ahata edan
Qarabag baylarbayiliyinin tarkibinds Bards, Cavansir, Arasbar, Zayam,
Barglisad, Qazax, Semsaddil, Kestak, Qaraagac va Axstabad mahalla-
n movcud idi.®2 “Tazkirat-al muluk“dan farqli olaraq, “Ganca-Qarabag
ayalatinin mifassal daftari”nda baylarbayiliyin sarhadlari haqqinda daha
daqiq malumat verilir. Burada geyd olunur ki, “Qarabag baylarbayiliyinin
sarhadlari Tiflis ayalatina tabe olan Qazax sancaginin hidudlarindan bas-
layaraq sarqa dogru, Kur cayr boyunca otuz bes saatliq, canubdan axib
galarak Kir cayina birlasan Araz cayr boyunca canuba dogru, Bargiisad
va Culandara catana gadar otuz saatliqg masafa olmagqla, cami taxminan
altmis bes saatliqg masafs uzunlugundadir”?® Gostarmak lazimdir ki, Na-
dir sahin hakimiyyati dévriinds (1736-1747) da Qarabag baylarbayiliyinin
arazisi, kicik dayisikliklar nazara alinmazsa, asasan sabit galmisd.

galalanni insa etdirmisdi. U¢ tarafdan sildinm qayalarla
ahata olunmus Susa galasi XVIII asrin ikinci yarisinda Qara-
bag xanligini ala kecirmaya calisan diismanlarin hiicumlarinin qarsisinin
alinmasinda misilsiz rol oynamisdi. Susa sahari yarandigi dévrdan ham
da Qarabadin siyasi, inzibati, iqtisadi vo madani markazi rolunu oyna-
misdir.

Qarabag xanhqi ibrahimxalil xanin hakimiyyati dovriinds (1763-1806)
daha da mohkamlanarak bitin Canubi Qafqazin an gicli dovlat qurum-
larindan birina cevrilmisdi. Bununla bela, hokm siran siyasi parakandalik
Azarbaycanin digar xanliglan kimi, Qarabag xanliginin da mévcudlugunu
tahliika qarsisinda qoyurdu. 1804-1813-ci illari ohata edan | Rusiya-iran
muharibasi bu tahlikanin reallasmasi tG¢iin sarait yaratdi. Hakimiyyatini
tamamila itiracayindan ehtiyat edan ibrahimxalil xan 1805-ci il mayin
14-da general PSisianovla Kirakcayda Qarabag xanhginin Rusiyanin
tarkibina qatilmasi haqqinda miqavila imzaladi. Lakin bu miigavils Qa-
rabag xanligini tamamila mahv olmaqdan xilas etmadi. Qacar dovlati ila
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Azarbaycan xanllqlarl (XvII asrin 11 yarist) Xorita 2
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birinci maharibani ugurla basa vuran Rusiya hokumati 1822-ci ilds Qara-
bag xanligini Iagv edarak onu 6z ayalatlarindan birina cevirdi. 1841-ci ilda
isa Qarabag ayalati Susa gazasina cevrildi. XIX asrin ikinci yarisinda Qara-
bag arazisi Yelizavetpol quberniyasinin tarkibina daxil edilarak Zangazur,
Cavansir va Cabrayil gazalarina bolanda™ (xarita 4).

Rusiyanin Simali Azarbaycani isgal etmasi Qarabadin etnik
manzarasinin 3sasl sakilda dayismasi ilo naticalandi. Yerli azarbaycanh
(turk) ahaliya inanmayan car hokumati ermanilari irandan va Turkiyadan
Conubi Qafgazin digar bolgalari kimi, Qarabada da kocirmaya basladi.
Kockin ermanilar daha cox Qarabadin dagliq hissasinda yerlasdirilirdi.
Taxminan, bir asra gadar davam etmis ermani kocirilmalari Qarabagda
yasayan ahalinin etnik tarkibinda ciddi dayisikliklar yaratdi. Bels ki, Qara-
bag xanhginin lagv edildiyi 1822-ci ilda azarbaycanli (tirk) ahali xanliqda

yasayan batin ahalinin 78,3 %-ni, 1916-c1 ilds isa 51 %-ni taskil edirdi.
Yeni kocurildaklari yerda sayca xeyli artan va car hokumatinin hartarafli
dastayi naticasinda iqtisadi cahatdan giiclanan ermanilar bélganin yerli
tirk-masalman ahalisini mahv etmak, uydurma “Boyik Ermanistan” ya-
ratmaq ugrunda miibarizaya baslamisdilar.™

Rusiya imperiyasi dagildigdan sonra Canubi Qafqazda Azarbaycan,
Gurcistan va Ermanistan dovlatlarinin yaranmasi ila bélgada mil-
li minaqisalar yeni visat aldi. Bu miinaqisalarin kdkinda ermanilarin
ham Azarbaycan, ham da Gircustan torpaqglarini ala kecirmak cahdlari
dayanirdi. Ermanilar daha cox Qarabag torpaglarina iddia edirdilar. Lakin
Azarbaycan Xalq Cimhuriyyati hokumatinin yeritdiyi gatiyyatli siyasat
ermanilara 6z cirkin niyyatlarini hayata kecirmaya imkan vermadi. Yalniz
Conubi Qafqaz sovetlasdikdan sonra onlar bu istigamatda “uqurlar” qa-

zanmada basladilar. Ham Azarbaycanda qurulmus bolsevik hokumatinda
ylksak vazifalar tutan, ham da Moskvadan hartarafli dastak alan
ermanilar 1923-ci il iyulun 7-da Azarbaycan SSR-in tarkibinda Daghq Qa-
rabag Muxtar Vilayatinin yaradilmasina nail oldular. Sovet hakimiyyatinin
sonraki illarinds onlar Dagliq Qarabagin Azarbaycandan alinib Erma-
nistana verilmasina dafalarla cahd gostardilor. SSRi-da XX asrin 80-
ci illarinin ikinci yanisinda baslamis “yenidanqurma“dan istifada edan
ermanilar, eyni dovlatin tarkibinda olmalarina baxmayaraq, Azarbaycana
qgarsl miharibaya basladilar va 90-ci illarin avvallarinda Daghq Qarabag
da daxil olmagqla torpaglarimizin 20%-ni isgal etdilar. Birlasmis Millatlar
Taskilatinin Tahlikasizlik Surasinin gabul etdiyi 4 gatnamaya baxmaya-
raq, indiyadak Ermanistan isgal etdiyi Azarbaycan torpaglarini bosalt-
maqdan imtina edir (xarita 5).

Qarabag boélgasi uzun miiddat murakkab etnik proseslarin carayan
etdiyi asas orazilardan biri olmusdur. Hale erkan orta asrlar dovriinda
Azarbaycana galan tirkdilli hunlarin, xazarlarin, bulqarlarin, peceneglarin,
qipcaqlarin va basqgalarinin cox boyik hissasi Kiir va Araz caylari arasin-
daki torpaglarda, daha dogrusu, galacak Qarabag baylarbayiliyinin va
Qarabag xanliginin arazisinda maskan salmisdilar. He¢ da tasadifi deyil-
dir ki, bir cox tadqiqatcilar Qarabag arazisini tirkdilli Azarbaycan xalqinin
tasakkil tapdigr asas arazilardan hesab edirlar.® Orta asr manbalarinin
malumatlarina asaslanan akademik Z.M.Binyadov geyd etmisdir ki, hala
mongqol isgalindan xeyli avval Arranin-Qarabagin ahalisi artiq tarkdilli
ahali kimi formalasmisdi.™

Son orta asrlar doévriinda Qarabadin ictimai-siyasi hayatinda Qacar-
lar, Cavansirlar, Otuzikilar, iyirmidordler kimi tayfalar mihiim rol oynayird.
NGmayandalari uzun middat Qarabag baylarbayiliyinds yiuksak mévqge
tutmus Qacarlarin Azarbaycanda maskunlasmasi XIII-XIV asrlara tasadif
edir. A.A.Bakixanov yazir ki, “@mir Teymur Qacarlarin 50 min ailasini Qaf-
qaz olkasina kocirdi va onlan Yerivan (iravan-masllif), Ganca ve Qa-
rabagda maskunlasdirdi”> XVI-XVII asrlarda bas vermis Safavi-Osmanli
muharibalari dévrinda Qacarlarin bir hissasi Astrabad ve Mazandarana
kocurilsalar da, onlarin boyik bir gismi Ganca, Bards, Cilabdrd va Xacin
bélgalarinda yasamaqda davam edirdilar.’

Qarabag orazisinda yasayan oan gicli tayfa birliklarindan birini
Cavansirlar taskil edirdi. Mirza Camal Qarabaginin verdiyi malumatdan
aydin olur ki, bu tayfa hala gadim zamanlardan Tirkistandan galib Qara-
bagda maskunlasmisdi.” “Ganca-Qarabag ayalatinin mifassal daftari’na
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Yelizavetpol quberniyasi

gora, Cavansirlar XVIII asrin birinci yarisinda Qarabadin Dizaq, Bayad,
Xacin, Arasbar, Kestok mahallarinda akin yerlarina va qislaglara, iravan
ayalatinin sarhadlarinda isa yaylaqglara sahib idilar. Bu tayfaya maxsus
25 oymaqda qeyda alinmis yalniz vergi 6dayicilarinin sayi 544 nafara
catirdi.™®

Qarabadin 6z sayina va mdévqeyina gore gicli tayfalarindan biri
do Azarbaycanin kicik tayfa qurumlarindan yaradilmis Otuzikilar idi.
“Mifassal daftar”de bu tayfa birliyina maxsus 20 oymadgin adi cakilir.™
Bunlara misal olaraq Ucoglan, Mafruzi, Qiyasi, Dalilar, Veysalli, Haci Turali,
Xalil Faxraddinli, Qaraqoyunlu, Sakarbayli, Boyahmadli va basqa oymag-
lari gostarmak olar. XVI asrden Qarabagda maskunlasmis iyirmidordlar
da bdlganin ictimai-siyasi hayatinda mihim rol oynayirdilar.

Hec siibhasiz ki, son orta asrlarda Qarabag ahalisinin asas hissasini
gadim Azarbaycan-tirk tayfalarinin varislari taskil edirdilor. Lakin bu
dovrda xalgin vahid bir etnos kimi formalasmasi basa catdigindan,
ahalinin mansubiyyati manbalarda tayfa adlan ila deyil, daha cox
“musalman”, “tark”, “xristian” terminlari ils géstarilirdi. 1727-ci ilda tartib
edilmis “Ganca-Qarabag ayalstinin mufassal daftari”nda ahalinin etnik
mansubiyyati mahz bu qayda ila qeyd edilmisdir.
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Son orta asrlorda Qarabagda yasayan ohalinin bir gismini xris-
tianlar taskil edirdi. Onlarin boyik aksariyyati XVII asrda va XVIII asrin
avvallarinda Qarabagin dagliq hissasinda formalasmis bes alban-xris-
tian malikliyinin - Xacin, Cilabérd, Gulistan (Tals), Varanda va Dizaq
malikliklarinin arazisinda yasayirdi. Yeri galmiskan, qeyd edak ki, bu
malikliklardan yalmz Xacin malikliyi tarixan Qarabag torpadi ile bagl
olmusdur. Hala VIl asrda Albaniyani idara etmis Mehranilar silalasinin
davamcisi olmus Xacin hakimlari, yeri galdikca 6z mansalari haqqin-
da moalumat vermayi do unutmurdular. Masalan, Xacin knyazi olmus
Hasan Calal 6zind “Alban cari”, “Alban hidudlaninin hakimi”, “Xacin va
Arsax olkasinin knyazi” adlandirmisdir.?® Maraglidir ki, Qarabagin dagliq
hissasinda yasayan xristian ahali ermani kilsasinin tasiri altinda xeyli
daracada “ermanilasma”“ya va “griqorianlasma“ga maruz qalsa da, XVIil
asrin avvallarinda hala da 6zlarini “alban” adlandirirdilar. Qanzasar mo-
nastininin katolikosu Yesayi Hasan Calal Osmanli isGalina garsi yonalmis
azadlig maharibasindan bahs edarkan 6z 6lkasini ancaq “Aqvan (alban)
olkasi” va “Alban dovlati” kimi taqdim etmisdir.?!

Xacin malikliyi istisna olmagqla, qalan dérd malikliyin ahalisinin Qa-
rabada galma olmasi artiq coxdan siibuta yetirilmisdir. Mirza Adigézal
bayin verdiyi malumatlardan aydin olur ki, Varonda va Cilabord
malikliklari Qarabagda XVII asrds, Dizaq va Gilistan malikliklari isa XVIII
asrin avvallarinds meydana galmisdi.?? Digar tarixi manbalar tasdiq edir
ki, Qarabag malikliklarinda yasayan xristian ahalinin ermanilara hec bir
aidiyyati olmamisdir.

XIX asrin avvallarinda rus mamurlan tarafindan tartib edilmis
manbalare asasan deya bilarik ki, xristian ahali bu dovrda Qarabag-
da yasayan ahalinin az bir hissasini taskil etmisdir. Qarabag xanliginin
lagvindan bir il sonra - 1823-ci ilda tartib edilmis “Qarabag ayalatinin
tasviri” asasinda aparilan hesablamalar géstarir ki, bu dévrda xanlqda
yasayan 20035 ailanin 15729-nu tirk-misalman, 4366-n1 isa xristian
ailalari taskil edirdi.?

Qarabagda ermanilarin sayca artimi 1828-ci ilda Rusiya ila iran-
Qacar dovlati arasinda baglanmis Tirkmancay va 1829-cu ilda Osmanli
Turkiyasi ilo baglanmis 9dirna miiqavilalarindan sonra bas verdi. isgal
olunmus Canubi Qafqazda 6z movgelarini moéhkamlandirmaya cali-
san car Rusiyasl ermanilardan istifada etmak gararina galdi. Gostarilan
miiqavilalerin imzalanmasindan sonra irandan ve Tirkiyadan Conubi
Qafgaza 124 min ermani kociraldd. Sonraki illarda ermanilarin Canubi
Qafqaza, o cimladan Azarbaycana koéciridlmalari daha genis miqyas aldi.
Mahz bu kitlavi kécirmalarin naticasinda artiq XX asrin avvallarinds

Canubi Qafqazda ermanilarin sayr taxminan 4-5 dafs artmisdi. Kécirilan
ermanilarin xeyli hissasi Qarabadda yerlasdirilir va bu zaman an yaxsi
torpaglarla tamin edilirdilar.?* Car hékumatinin gostardiyi hartarafli qayd
naticasinda igtisadi cahatdan xeyli giiclanan ermanilar tezlikla bélganin
kokla sakinlari olan azarbaycanhlara qarsi arazi iddialari irali sirmaya
basladilar. Bununla da miasir dévrda halli miskils cevrilmis Dagliq Qa-
rabag probleminin asasi qoyuldu.

Qarabag bolgasinin tabii-cografi saraiti insanin yasayisi va tasarrifat
faaliyyati ticiin olduqca alverislidir. iqlim xususiyyatlarina va relyefina
gora bdlganin arazisi dagliq, dagatayi va diizanlik hissalara bélindr. Dag-
liq zonanin daniz saviyyasindan 950-1800 metr yiksaklikda yerlagan va
mulayim-soyuq iglima malik olan hissasi heyvandarliq Gctin cox mina-
sibdir. Milayim-isti iglima malik olan dagatayi hissa 6ziinda ham dagliq,
ham da dizanlik zonalarin iglim xdsusiyyatlarini birlasdirdiyindan mal-
darhqla yanasi, akincilik Gciin da cox yararhdir. Qarabag arazisinin xeyli
hissasini diizanlik va sahra zonasi taskil edir. XIX asro aid manbalardan
birinin verdiyi malumata gors, Qarabagda an boyik dizanlik arazi sag
torafdan Kir cayina tokilan Qara cayin manbayindan baslayib canub-
gorbda Araz cayl boyunca uzanaraq Xudafarin kdrpisina catirdi. XVIHI-XIX
asrlards bu hissada Qarabagin Bards, Sir, Cilabérd, Bayad, Kdcaz, Dizaq,
Arasbar, Bargiisad va Culandar mahallar yerlasirdi.? Dag silsilalari isti ig-
lim saraitinda akincilik Gctin zaruri olan caylarin va bulaglarin yaranmasi
clin alverisli idi. Qarabag arazisindan axan Araz, Mehri, Basit, Culandar,
Hakari, Xacin, Qarqar, Xanasen, Tartar va digar caylarin boyik tasarrifat
ahamiyyati var idi. Takca Tartar cayinin suyu ila 137 kandin akin sahalari
suvarihirdi.? Orta asrlorda Qarabagda akinciliyin inkisafinda aksariyyati
erkan orta asrlardan ¢akilmis Govurarx, Luvararx, Meymana arxi, Sariarx,
Gamiciarx va s. ahamiyyatli rol oynayirdilar.

dlverisli iqlim saraiti, monbit torpaqglarin bollugu Qarabagda
kand tasarrifatinin muxtalif sahalarinin inkisafina takan verirdi. Kand
tasarrifatinin aparici sahasini akincilik taskil edirdi. Bugda, arpa, dari,
parinc, marci, ¢altik kimi danli bitkilar Qarabagin tasarrifat hayatinda
mihim yer tuturdu. 9sas arzaq mahsulu kimi bugdaya talabatin bo-
ylik olmasi onun daha genis miqyasda becarilmasina gatirib cixarird.
“Mifassal daftar”in malumatlarindan aydin olur ki, XVIII asrin birinci
yarnsinda Qarabagin Barda, Xacin, Cilabord, Kestak, Varands, Dizaq va
Bargusad nahiyalarinds bugda va digar danli bitkilarin istehsali Gstin-



luk taskil edirdi. Tirk vergi mamurlari 1727-ci ilda “taxil Gsri” adi altinda
Kestak nahiyasindan 1.698.320 adca, Arasbar nahiyasindan isa 1.485.080
agca vergi toplamisdilar.? XIX asrda Qarabagda budda istehsall daha da
artmis, 1830-1832-ci illards artiq 2.090.000 pud taskil etmisdi.?

Qarabag bolgasinda caltik istehsalinin asas markazi Bargiisad he-
sab edilirdi. “Mifassal daftar”in malumatlan asasinda aparilan hesabla-
malar gostarir ki, bu nahiyada qeyds alinmis 64 kanddan 34-da ahalinin
asas masquliyyati caltikgilik idi.? Bélganin Sir, Bayad, Kestak, Arasbar va
Culandar nahiyalarinda da ahalinin xeyli hissasi ¢altikcilikla masgul olur-
du. Daxili va xarici bazarlarda diyiya talabatin ildan-ils artmasi caltik
sahalarinin genislanmasina gatirib cixarirdi. Ela bunun naticasi idi ki,
1845-ci ilda Qarabagda 375.000 pud caltik mahsulu toplanmisdi.®°

Tarixan bolgada yasayan ahalinin tasarrifat faaliyyatinda ipakcilik
aparici moévgeya malik olmusdur. Hala X asrda Barda vilayati Yaxin va
Orta Sarqds xam ipak istehsalinin asas markazina cevrilmisdi. Bu dovrda
6z xammali olmayan bir cox qonsu dlkalarin toxucular Bardanin xam
ipayindan istifada edirdilar. XVIIl asrin sonu - XIX asrin avvallarinda xan-
ligda salinmis 1600 tut bagi xam ipak istehsalinin - baramaciligin inkisafi
Ucan alverisli sarait yaratmisdi. Qeyd etmak zaruridir ki, bu tut baglarinin
xeyli hissasi Qarabag xanlarina va onlarin aila Gzvlarina maxsus idi. Hin-
darx kandinda ibrahimxalil xanin milkiyystinda 26, Doryan kandinda isa
onun oglu Cafarqulu aganin milkiyyatinds 12 tut bagi var idi. Biatévlikda
Qarabag xanhginda xam ipak istehsalinin illik hacmi 1700 puda barabar
idi.>*

Qarabag ham da pambiq istehsalinin mihim markazlarindan biri
hesab edilirdi. Tarixan formalasmis sini suvarma sistemi va minbit tor-
paqlann bollugu burada pambigin daha genis sahalarda becarilmasi G¢iin
alverisli sarait yaradirdi. 1723-1735-ci illari ahata edan Osmanli isgah za-
mani Qarabagin dizanlik arazilarinda pambiqcihdin genis yayilmasi hag-
qinda malumat var. Masalan, Barda nahiyasinin 24 kandindan osmanlilar
1727-ci ilda “pambiq Gsri” adi altinda 56400 agca vergi toplamisdilar.®
Taxminan bir asr sonra, daha dogrusu, XIX asrin 30-cu illarinda Qarabag
dyalatinda pambiq isehsalinin illik hacmi 3200 pud taskil edirdi.*

Bolganin iqtisadi hayatinda badciliq, Gzimcilik va bostanciliq
ahamiyyatli yer tuturdu. XIX asrin 30-cu illarinda burada olan 100-3
yaxin bagda alma, armud, tut, arik, saftali, nar, heyva, gilas, qoz, ga-
vali va s. yetisdirilirdi. Bu baglardan yeddisi (Gilli bag, orikli bad, Ko-
tan bag, Cirayis badi, Bala bag, Barli bag vo Narli bag) Qarabag xan-
larinin milkiyyatinda olub, ayn-ayn saxslara iltizama verilirdi. Xanligin
arazisinda olan 3080 Gzim badgindan alda edilan mahsuldan xristian

kandlarinda sarab, misalman kandlarinds isa dosab hazirlamaq Gciin
istifada edilirdi.>*

dlverisli tabii iglim saraiti, yaylaq va qislaglarin coxlugu Qarabagda
heyvandarhidin inkisafina gicli takan verirdi. XIX asrin 30-cu illarina aid
malumatlara gora, burada saxlanilan iribuynuzlu mal-qaranin sayi 100
min, xirdabuynuzlu heyvanlarin say1 300 min, atlarin say1 20 min bas taskil
edirdi.® iri va xirdabuynuzlu mal-qara insanlarin at va sid mahsullarina
olan talabatini 6demakla yanasi, ham da mixtalif sanatkarliq sahalarinin
inkisafi G¢iin zaruri xammal bazasinin yaradilmasinda da miham rol oy-
nayirdi. Qarabagda yetisdirilon va ela bu adla da taninan xisusi qoyun
cinsi sirin ata malik olmagqla yanasi, zarif yunu ils da farglanirdi. Gozalliyi,
dozamliltya, cevikliyi ila secilon Qarabag atlarinin séhrati bitin Yaxin
va Orta Sarga, Avropa 6lkalarina yayilmisdi. Xanhqlar dévrinda Qarabag-
da 11 atcilig markazinin faaliyyat géstarmasi haqqinda malumat verilir.

Xammal ehtiyatlarinin bollugu va asrlar boyu formalasmis istehsal
vardislari Qarabagda sanat istehsalinin inkisafinda mahim rol oynamis-
dir. XVIII asrin ortalarinda Susa saharinin meydana galmasi da ham xan-
halar, ham da rus isgali dévrinds bélgada sanatkarhdin inkisafina giicli
tokan vermisdi. Yenica meydana galmasina baxmayaraq, Susa sahari
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qisa middat arzinda yalniz Qarabagin deyil, batin Simali Azarbaycanin
an mihim ticarat va sanatkarliq markazlarindan birina cevrilmisdi. XVIil
asrin sonlarinda burada 10 mindan cox ahali yasayirdi ki, onun da xeyli
hissasini sanatkarlar taskil edirdi. XIX asrin avvallarinda tartib edilmis “Qa-
rabag ayalatinin tasviri“nda verilan malumatlar géstarir ki, bu dévrda Su-
sada 50 sanat sahasi Gzra ixtisaslasmis sanatkar calisirdi. Tadgiqatcilarin
manbalar asasinda apardiglan hesablamalara gors, XIX asrda saharda
sonat istehsalinin muxtalif sahalari Gzra calisan sanatkarlarin Gmumi
sayl iki min nafardan cox idi.*

Azarbaycanin digar bolgalarinds oldugu kimi, Qarabagda da sanat
istehsalinin aparic sahalarindan biri toxuculuq idi. Xammal ehtiyatla-
rn burada pambiq parca istehsalinin daha yiksak saviyyada inkisafina
zamin yaradirdi. XVIIl asrin sonlarinda Susada va onun atrafinda yerlasan
yasayls mantagalarinda pambiq parca istehsal edan toxminan 1000
dazgah faaliyyat gostarirdi.” Bir gadar sonra tartib edilmis manbanin
verdiyi malumata gérs, Susada “giinds har birinin uzunlugu 70 xan arsini
va eni 7 versok (1versok = 4,45 sm) olan 8 min adad bez istehsal edilir”
Xam bezdan boyama, galomkarliq va ya basma-naxis Gsulu ila mixtalif
név pambiq parcalar hazirlanirdi.

“Basma” adlandinlan bez parcalarin hazirlanmasi daha genis mig-
yas almisdi. Bu ndv parcalar bezin Gzarina galib vasitasile mixtalif na-
xislar salmagq yolu ils hazirlanirdi. 9vvalcadan ustalar tarafindan hazir-
lanmis galibin Gzarinda handasi va nabati naxislar hakk edilirdi. Mixtalif
yarpaq formalarindan, lals, zanbaq, garanfil va s. gillardan ibarat olan
nabati naxislar parcanin ortasina, (icbucaq, dérdbucaq, romb, daira va s.
handasi naxislar isa kanarlarina vurulurdu.® Basma naxislarin vurulmasi
ilo bu sahada ixtisaslasmis sanatkarlar - basmanaxiscilar masqgul olurdu.

Qarabadda, xususile onun markazi Susa saharinda faaliyyat géstaran
toxucularin xeyli hissasi ipak parcalann istehsali Gzra ixtisaslasmisd.
Hala XIX asrin ilk onilliyinds saharda “mixtalif ipak parcalar istehsal
edan 500 toxucu dazgahi islayirdi”.*° Digar sanat sahalari ila miqayisads,
parca toxuculugunun daha yiiksak inkisaf saviyyasina catmasi XIX asin ilk
onilliklarindan baslayaraq bu sahada kapitalist manasibatlarinin meyda-
na galmasina gatirib cixarmisdi. Bu dévra aid rus manbalarinds Susada
faaliyyat gostaran toxuculuq emalatxanalar “manufaktura” adlandirilir.*
Yerli ahali tarafindan isa “karxana” adlandirilan bu muassisalarda daxili
amak bolgisu ila yanasi, isci quvvasi kimi muzdlu fahlalarin amayindan
da istifada edilirdi. Azarbaycanin Rusiya tarafindan isgalindan sonra ka-
pitalist minasibatlarinin inkisafinin daha da siratlonmasi Qarabagda da
anoloji proseslarla naticalandi. Bu 6zini ipak parca toxuculugunun xam-
mal bazasi olan ipaksarima sanayesinda daha aydin gostarmays bas-

lamisdi. Artiq XIX asrin 60-ci illarinda Susada illik istehsal giici 78 min
rubla barabar olan 16 ipaksarima fabriki faaliyyat gostarirdi.”

Qarabag bdlgasinda istehsal edilon muxtalif keyfiyyatli va ce-
sidli parcalarnin bir hissasi qonsu bdlgalara va dovlatlara ixrac edilir,
digar hissasi isa yerli ahalinin geyima olan talabatinin 6danilmasina
yonaldilirdi. Susa saharinds bu isla pesakar darzilar masgul olurdu. XIX
asr arzinda saharda ahalinin sayinin saratla artmasi darzilarin da sayinin
coxalmasina sabab olmusdu. 9gar 1800-ci ildo burada cami 16 nafar
darzi faaliyyat gostarirdisa, 1915-ci ilda onlarin sayi artiq 110 nafara cat-
misd1.”® Bu sanatkarlarin arasinda 6z sanatinin sirlarini darindan bilan
pesakarlar az deyildi. Onlar Qarabagda toxunmus ipak, pambiq va yun
parcalardan gadinlar va kisilar G¢tin mixtalif nov paltarlar tikirdilar.

Qarabag har seydan avval 6zinin yiksak badii zoévqla toxun-
mus gozal xalcalan ila mashur idi. Bélgada yetisdiriloan mixtalif qoyun
cinslarinin xalcaci ustalari bol va yiiksak keyfiyyatli yunla tamin etmasi,
arazinin tabii boyaq bitkilari ilo zangin olmasi bu sanat sahasinin inki-
safina guclu takan verirdi. Azarbaycanin aksar bélgalarinds oldugu kimi,
Qarabagda da xalcaciliq daha cox qadin amayina asaslanirdi. islam di-
ninin talablarina uygun olaraq evdan kanarda islomak imkani olmayan
gadinlar asuda vaxtlarninin coxunu toxuculugun maxtalif sahalaring, o
cimladan xalca toxumada sarf edirdilar. XIX asr manbalarindan birinda
gostarilirdi ki, “xalca toxuculugu ancaq har bir ailaya maxsus isdir; bu isla
har bir aila ayrica va dar carcivada masqul olur”.*

Hala xanhglar dévrinda Qarabagda xalca mamulati istehsali cox ge-
nis miqyas almisdi. Bunu Qarabad xanlarinin kand ahalisindan bir cox
vergilari xalca va palazla toplamalar da sibut edir. Bu bir cox cahatdan
xalca mamulatinin xarici bazarlarda daha tez va baha giymats satiimasi
ilo alagadar idi. Digar tarafdan xalca istehsalinin genis yayildigi kandlarda
sanatkarliq hala da kand tasarrifatinin “slavasi” funksiyasini yerina
yetirdiyindan, kandlilar istehsal etdiklari sanatkarliq mahsullarinin, o
cimladan xalca mamulatinin miayyan hissasini sirf kand tasarrifati
vergilarinin avazinde 6damali olurdular. Masalen, xanhgin Qorunzur
kandinin ahalisi malcahat vergisinin avazinda har il xan xazinasina 2 ki-
lim, 2 cuval, 1 batman yun va 40 arsin parca verirdi.*

Azarbaycanin digar bolgalarinda oldugu kimi, Qarabagda da
muxtalif novlara va cesnilara malik olan xalca-palaz mamulati asasan iki
grupa - xovlu va xovsuz xalcalara bolindr. Xovlu xalcalarin sirasina xali,
gaba, xalca, canamaz, xovsuz xalcalarin sirasina isa palaz, kilim, sadds,
sumax, varni, xovsuz maisat asyalarinin sirasina ise mafras, heyba va s.
daxil edilir.*s



Qarabadda xalcaciligin genis miqyas almasi bu sanatin inkisafi Gcin
zaruri olan bir sira yardimgi sahalarin, o cimladan hallachgin da inki-
safina gicli tasir gostarirdi. Yunun qirxilmasindan sonra onun hazir ipa
cevrilmasinadak olan istehsal prosesi bir neca marhaladan kecirdi. ilkin
marhalada tadariik edilmis yun uzunluguna va rangina, habels zarif va
yaxud gaba, yumsaq va yaxud cod olmasina gora cesidlanarak névlara
aynhrdi. Bu zaman cesidlanmis yunun hansi mamulatin istehsali Gctn
yararli olmasina xtsusi diqgat verilirdi. Xalca-palaz toxuculugunda daha
cox yaz qirximi zamani alda edilmis yuna astinlik verilirdi.*”

Yunun emali prosesi, adatan yuma, darama va ayirma kimi bir ne¢a
marhaladan ibarat idi. Tadarik edilmis yun avvalca duzlardan va cirkdan
tomizlanmak G¢iin bir neca dafa yuyulub yaxalanirdi. Bazi yun ndvlarinin
yuyulmasi zamani yadis va gar suyundan istifada edilirdi. Bundan son-
ra yun qurudulur va daraqdan kecirilir, daha sonra isa cahra vasitasila
ayirilarak ipa cevrilirdi.*® Azarbaycanin bitin bélgalarinda oldugu kimi,
Qarabag kandlarinda bu isle xalcaci qadinlarin 6zlari, saharlarda isa bu
saha (zra ixtisaslasmis pesakarlar - hallaclar masqul olurdular.

Parca toxuculugunun va xalcacihgin yiksak saviyyaya catmasi Qa-
rabagda bu sanat sahalari ila six bagli olan boyaqciliq sanatinin inkisa-
fini da aktuallasdinrdi. 9slinds boyaqciliq sanati toxuculuq va gon-dari
mamulati istehsalinin yekun marhalasi olub, hazir mahsullarin badii
z6vqla bazadilmasina xidmat edirdi. Boyaqcilar tabii boyaq vasitasi kimi
ham heyvan, ham da bitki mansali vasitalardan daha cox yararlanirdi-
lar. Heyvan mansali boyaq vasitalarinin sirasina purpur, karmin, qirmiz,
sandal va s. daxil idi. Gostarmak lazimdir ki, xalcaciligda xususila genis
istifada edilan qirmizi rangin alinmasinda bu boyaq vasitalari avazsiz rol
oynayirdi.

Boyaqciliq isinda tiind qirmizi rang almaq Gciin “qirmiz” adlandirlan
xirda bocaklardan - kosenildan da istifada edilirdi. 9lds olan malumatlara
gora, Naxcivanin, Qarabadin va Gancanin geyri-minbit arazilarinda yerli
ahali ilds 500 puda gadar qirmiz toplayaraq boyaqcilara satirdi.* 2-3 mm
boyukliyinda olan bu bocaklar har ilin payizinda agaclardan cirpilaraq
toplanilir, qaynar suda va yaxud sirka mahlulunda éldirildikdan son-
ra sobada qurudulur va galavi mahlulu ila gaynadilirdi. Bu yolla alinan
al qirmizi rang yun ipin boyanmasinda avazsiz rol oynayirdi. Boyaqgilar
yun ipi kosenil boyagi ile boyamazdan avval, onu ahangli suda yuyub
qurudur, sonra isa zayda isladaraq Gyidilmis caxirdasi va boyaqotu ila
qansdiraraq qazanda qaynadirdilar. Qirmizi rangin ayri-ayr calarlarinin
alda edilmasi tciin maxtalif nov asilayic maddalardan istifada edilir-
di. Masalan, al qirmizi rangin alinmasi zamani qatqiya qalay duzu-galya
alava edilirdi.*®

Boyaqciliq isinda bitki mansali boyaq vasitalarindan daha genis
istifada olunurdu. Bu név boyaq vasitalari arasinda qirmizi rangi alda
etmak Gciin an yaxsi xammal hesab edilan, Avropa va rus manbalarinda
“marena” adlandinlan, xalq arasinda isa “qizil boya” kimi taninan boyaqotu
bitkisi daha genis yayilmisdi. XIX asr manbalarindan birinda yazilirdi ki, bo-
yaqotu “yun, ipak va hatta pambigi qirmizi ranga boyamagla yanasi, ham
da mixtalif parcalari digar ranglara boyamaga komak edir. Umumiyyatlo
0, Zaqafqaziyada boyuk galir verir, ciinki burada qirmizi rangdan genis
istifado edirlar”®' Elo hamin dovra aid manbanin verdiyi malumata gors,
Qarabagda boyaqotu istehsalinin illik hacmi 10 min puda catirdi.>

XIX asrda boyaqcilar muixtalif gatqilardan istifads etmakls, boyaqo-
tu bitkisinin kokindan coxlu sayda mixtalif ranglar va rang calarlari ala
bilirdilar. Qirmizi rang almaq ticiin yun ipi avvalca zay mahlulunda, sarim-
til-qirmizi rang almaq tciin qurgusunlu asi maddasinda, tind bandvsayi
rang almaq Gcin isa damir kuporosunda isladirdilar. Yalniz bundan
sonra yun ipi avvalcadan hazirlanmis rang qazanina salib qaynadir va
istadiklari rang calanini alirdilar. Narinci rang almaq Gciin boyaqotunun
narinci rangda olan 6zayindan istifada edilirdi. Bu 6zak avvalcadan quru-
dulub dyudildikdan sonra ayrica gazanda qaynadilirdi. Yun ip qazanda
birinci dafe qaynadilarkan narinci, ikinci dafa san, Gciinci dafa isa aciq
sari rang alinirdi.>

Azarbaycanin muxtalif bolgalarinda yetisdirilon coxillik “naz” adh
bitkidan boyaqcilar sarn roang almaq acin istifada edirdilar. Bu bitkidan
alinan rang 6zindn isiga va yuyulmada qgarsi cox davamh olmasi ila se-
cilirdi**. Boyaqgilar tut yarpagi, qoz garzayi, nar qabigi, alma, arik, hey-
va, gavall, saftali, sandal agaci, sodan qabigi va s.-dan istifada etmakla
6z mahsullarina istadiklari rang calarlanini vera bilirdilar. Etnografik
tadgiqatlar gostarir ki, boyaqcilar 6z mamulatlarina 50-ya gadar reng
va rang calar vermayi bacarirdilar. Takca xalcaciligda 8-dan 12-ya qadar
rang isladilirdi®®.

Boyaqcilar toxuculug mamulatlarina istadiklari rangi vermak Gciin
xarici olkalardan gatirilan boyaq vasitalarindan da istifada edirdilar.
Masalan, toxuculug mamulatlarini géy renga boyamagq Gciin lazim olan
indiqo bitkisi Azarbaycan tabiatina xas olmadigindan, onu irandan va
Hindistandan gatirirdilar. Bundan alava, Azarbaycana Orta Asiyadan va
Rusiya vasitasila Avropa dlkalarindan muxtalif ranglarin gatirilmasi haq-
qinda da malumatlar var. Halo 1789-1790-ci illarde Azarbaycana 1150
pud mixtalif név rang gatirilmisdi.>® Stibhasiz ki, bu ranglardan Qarabag
bolgasinin boyaqcilan da istifada edirdilar.
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Azarbaycanin aksar bélgalarinds oldugu kimi, Qarabagda da ham
mustaqil, ham da daha cox kand yerlari Gciin xarakterik olan ev boyagxa-
nalan yayillmisdi. Boyagxanalarin birinci formasi, asasan, toxuculuq ema-
latxanalarinin vo dabbagaxanlarin daha cox camlasdiyi Susa saharinda
faaliyyat gostarirdi. XIX asrin avvallarina aid manbada gostarilir ki, Su-
sada “pambiq iplarini, ipak va yunu boyamaq ciin 3 boyagxana var ki,
onlardan birinda ancaq goy rangs, yerds qalan ikisinda isa goy rangdan
basqa raglara boyayirlar”>” XIX asrin sonlarinda Qarabadda, xtsusils Susa
soharinda xalcaciliq sanatinin cicaklonma dovrind yasamasi boyaqciliq
sanatinin da inkisafina gicli tokan vermisdi. Artiq 1900-ci ilds Susada
faaliyyat gostaran boyagxanalarin sayi artaraq 8-a catmisdi. illik dovriyyasi
4 min rubla catan bu miassisalards 12 nafar boyaqgi calisirdi.*

Qarabag sovet hakimiyyati illarinda da Azarbaycanin mihim sanat-
karlig, o cimladan xalcaciliq markazi kimi 6z mdovgeyini saxlamisdi.
Susada Mehmandarovlarin yasayis kompleksinda taskil edilmis Xalca
Muzeyinda nimayis etdirilon 300-dan artiq xalca mamulati onu seyr
edanlari heyran etmakla yanasi, Qarabag xalca qrupunun ananalari hag-
qinda aydin tasavvir yaradirdi. Taassuf ki, 1992-ci il mayin 8-da Susa-
ni isgal edan ermani silahli qiivvalari burada faaliyyat gdostarmis digar
muzeylar kimi, Xalca Muzeyini da yerla yeksan etdilar. Muzeyda nadir
sanat asarlari kimi nimayis etdirilon 300 xalcadan yalniz 145-ni xilas
etmak mimkin oldu.*® Bununla da, Qarabadda xalcaciliq sanatinin inki-
safina adir zarba vuruldu.



The administrative, political, ethnic and
socio-economic history of Karabakh region

Karabakh region generates interest with its convenient geographi-
cal location, charming nature, and rich political, economical, and cultural
history. The Azikh cave, considered to be one of the world’s first settle-
ments, is located in Karabakh and indicates that this place provided fa-
vorable living conditions since ancient times. The discovery of an ancient
fire place, lower jaw bone of a human from 350-400,000 years ago, and
a number of other artifacts in the Azikh cave give a clear idea about the
lifestyle, agricultural activities and religious outlook of the people who
lived here. Material-cultural artifacts attributed to Kur-Araz and Khojali-
Gedebey cultures covering Bronze and Early Iron Ages enrich our imagi-
nations concerning the lifestyle of Karabakh District.

The history of Karabakh is closely linked with the history of Turkish-
Muslim states that formed in north Azerbaijan or occupied the land. This
area was part of the ancient Albanian state from the 3 century BC to
early 8™ century AD. During this period, Karabakh consisted of Artsakh,
Uti, Sakasena, and Paitakaran provinces." Artsakh province, the name
of which is associated with ancient Turkic Sak tribes, covered mostly
the mountainous areas of Karabakh and was considered to be one of
Albania’s most developed provinces. Hun, Khazar, Barsil, Gargar and
other Turkic tribes lived here along with the ancient Sak tribes.? Arab
conquests that began in the 7" century impacted the historical-political
geography of Azerbaijan, including Karabakh. As of this period, Albania,
which was abolished by the caliphate, was named “Arran” by Arab aut-
hors. At first, the geographical area covered by Arran was considered to
reach from Darband in the northeast to Tbilisi in the west, and to the Araz
River in the south and southwest. However, later, a smaller area, more
precisely the land between the Kura and Araz rivers, was understood to
be “Arran”3

Due to the weakening of the Arab Caliphate, new independent are-
as formed in Azerbaijan. Karabakh territory became a developed pro-
vince of the Sajilar, Salarilar, and Shaddadilar states during the 911t
centuries, and from the 12 to early 13" century of the Eldanizlar state.
During the 13"-14™ centuries, Karabakh gained a reputation as one of the
most significant areas in the Hulaku state (map 17). It was for this reason
that Hulaku princes Gazan Khan and Arpa Khan declared themselves ru-
lers of Karabakh.*

It's important to note that the Azerbaijani land located between the
Kura and Araz rivers has been called “Karabakh” since the Hulaku. It me-
ans “People and garden,” “Large garden,” or “Healing garden,” and was
first used in Fazlullah Rashidadin’s book “Jami al-Tavarikh” in the form
of “Arran Karabakh”. According to researcher V. Piriyev, naming the area
“Arran Karabakh” was no coincidence; it was intended to differentiate it
from other existing cognominal areas in Azerbaijan and neighboring co-
untries.> However, the name “Karabakh” is also thought to be associated
with one of the Pecheneg-kangar tribes. Researcher G. Geybullayev de-
notes that the name of the district originated from the cognominal tribes
that settled in Nakhchivan and Karabakh in ancient and medieval times.¢

For centuries, a nomadic lifestyle was typical for most Turkic nations
in Karabakh. As an integral part of this, livestock farming developed.
Karabakh’s mountains, foothills, and flatlands are part of a single econo-
mic unit. With complete confidence, we can say there has never been a
separate place called “Mountainous Karabakh,” in Karabakh. In fact, the
artificially created “Mountainous Karabakh” term appeared after the Ar-
menians were relocated to Azerbaijani lands in the 19" century.

Karabakh territory was part of Azerbaijan’s Garagoyunlu and Aghgo-
yunlu states in the 15" century, and Safavid state as of the 16! century. In
the time of Garagoyunlu and Aghgoyunlu, the territory of Arran province,
which Karabakh was a part of, had significantly diminished compared
with Arran province in the Arab caliphate era, and covered only the areas
that started from the interflow of the Kura and Araz rivers stretching to
Goycha lake. Besides Karabakh, Arran territory included Gushtasp and
Arazbar provinces during this period.

The establishment of the Safavid state, which was an important
milestone in the history of the state of the people of Azerbaijan, had a
serious impact on the political and economical life and administrative
division of Karabakh. One of the administrative-territorial units of the
Safavids in Azerbaijan was Karabakh baylarbaylik, its central city being
Ganja. The first to become the baylarbayi in Karabakh was Shahverdi
Sultan from the Ziyadoghlu ethnic group of the Gajarlar tribe.”

It's possible to get some idea about the borders and administrative-
territorial division of Karabakh baylarbayi from two sources compiled at
the beginning of the 18" century: “Tezkiret-al Muluk,” compiled in 1725-

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29 upon instruction of Afghan warlord Ashraf, who occupied a significant
part of the Safavid state, and the data from “The comprehensive book of
Ganja-Karabakh province” compiled by the tax officials of the Ottoman
Empire in 1725-27. It is clear from the information provided by the former
source that in the late Middle Ages the vast land area between the Kura
and Araz rivers called Karabakh Baylarbayi consisted of Barda, Javanshir,
Arazbar, Zayam, Bergushad, Gazakh, Shamshaddil, Keshtak, Garaaghaj,
and Akhstabad districts.®

Unlike “Tezkiret-al Muluk,” in “The comprehensive book of Ganja-
Karabakh province,” more accurate information is provided about the
borders of the baylarbaylik. It is clear from this information that “the
borders of Karabakh baylarbaylik start from the boundaries of Gazakh
sanjag, which is subject to Tbilisi province, and continue eastward for 35
hours along the Kura River, then southward along the Araz River, which
flows from the south and unites with the Kura River, with a 30-hour
distance until Bargushad and Chulandara - approximately a 65-hour-long
distance in total”?

It should be noted that even during the reign of Nadir Shah (1736-
47), small changes aside, the territory of Karabakh baylarbaylik remained
stable. After Nadir Shah was killed in 1747, the giant empire he founded
collapsed and split into several small states. Around 20 independent and
partially dependent khanates were created in Azerbaijan. Two indepen-
dent khanates - Ganja and Karabakh - were formed in place of former
Karabakh baylarbaylik (map 2).

The borders of Karabakh khanate, located southeast of the Lesser
Caucasus Mountains, stretched from the Araz River to Goycha Lake, star-
ting from the Tartar River covering all of the mountainous and flatlands
of Karabakh, Zangazur, and Bargushad all the way to Mehri, Tatev, and
Sisian. The khanate bordered Shaki, Ganja, Iravan, Nakhchivan, Garadag,
Javad, and Shamakhi khanates (map 3). Including the five Christian me-
likliks, the territory of the khanate was divided into 21 districts. These
districts were: Sisyan, Damirchihasanli, Kupara, Bargushad, Bagabyurd,
Kabirli, Tatev, Javanshir, Talish, Khachin, Kolanilar, Chilebord, Khirdapara
Dizag, Pusian, Dizag Javanshir, Otuziki, lyirmidord, Garachorlu, Varanda,
Dizag, and Ajnan Turk.™

The founder of Karabakh khanate, Panah-Ali Khan (1747-1763), was
from the Sarajli oymag of the Javanshirlar tribe. Panah-Ali Khan worked
hard to increase military and economic power, and expand the territory

of Karabakh khanate. The Khan, who always considered the risk of im-
pending attacks, built the following towers: Bayat in 1748, Shahbulag
in 1751, and in 1756-1757 the Panahabad tower, subsequently renamed
Shusha. Surrounded by steep cliffs on three sides, Shusha fortress played
an invaluable role in preventing attacks from the enemies, who wanted
to take over Karabakh khanate in the second half of the 18" century.
Since the establishment of Shusha, it also played the political, administ-
rative, economic and cultural center role of Karabakh.

During the reign of Ibrahim Khan (1763-1806), Karabakh khanate
further strengthened and became the most powerful state body in the
entire South Caucasus. Nonetheless, along with the other khanates of
Azerbaijan, the political disunity endangered the existence of the khana-
te. The first Russian-Iranian war in 1804-13 provided conditions that reali-
zed this danger. Ibrahimkhalil Khan, who dreaded losing absolute power,
signed an agreement on May 14, 1805 in Kurekchay with General P. Sisi-
anov regarding Karabakh khanate being transferred to Russia. However,
this agreement didn’t prevent Karabakh khanate from being completely
destroyed. After the success of its first war with Gajar, Russia abolished
Karabakh khanate in 1822 and turned it into one of its provinces. In 1841
Karabakh province became Shusha district (geza). In the second half of
the 19" century, Karabakh region became part of Yelizavetpol Governora-
te and was split into Zangazur, Javanshir, and Jabrayil districts (map 4)."

Russia occupying Northern Azerbaijan changed Karabakh's ethnic
profile. The Tsarist government didn’t believe in the local Azerbaijani
(Turkic) population and started transferring Armenians from Iran and
Turkey to Karabakh, as in other regions of the South Caucasus. Displaced
Armenians were mainly positioned in the mountainous part of Karabakh.
The transferring of Armenians went on for nearly a century and created
significant changes to the ethnic composition of Karabakh’s population.
So, when Karabakh khanate ended in 1822, 78.3% of the total population
of the khanate consisted of Azerbaijanis (Turkic), which dropped to 51%
in 1916. Armenians increased significantly in their new location, gained
economic strength with full support of the Tsarist government, and be-
gan the battle to destroy the local Turkic-Muslim population and create
the so-called “Great Armenia”."?

After the collapse of the Russian Empire, with the formation of sta-
tes in Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Armenia in the South Caucasus, new nati-
onal conflicts increased in the region. At the root of these conflicts stood
the Armenians’ attempts to seize the lands of Azerbaijan and Georgia.



Armenians claimed the territory of Karabakh, mostly. Nevertheless, the
policy pursued by the government of the People’s Republic of Azerba-
ijan prevented the Armenians from carrying out their intentions. Only
after the South Caucasus became part of the Soviet Union did they begin
to succeed in this direction. Armenians, who held high positions in the
Bolshevik government built in Azerbaijan and received comprehensive
support from Moscow, established the Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous
Region in Azerbaijan SSR on July 7, 1923. It was in the later years of Soviet
government that they attempted, many times, to take Nagorno-Kara-
bakh from Azerbaijan and give it to Armenia. Regardless of being part
of the same state (union), Armenians took advantage of the “recons-
truction” that began in the second half of the 80s of the 20™" century in
the Soviet Union, started a war against Azerbaijan at the beginning of
the 1990s and occupied 20% of the land, including Nagorno-Karabakh.
Without consideration for the four resolutions adopted by the Security
Council of the United Nations, to this day Armenia refuses to vacate the
occupied lands of Azerbaijan (map 5).

Karabakh is a significant area where complex ethnic processes have
occurred over a long period. Still speaking of the early Medieval period,
most of the Turkish speaking Huns, Khazars, Bulgarians, Pechenegs, Kipc-
haks and others settled in the land located between the Kura and Araz
rivers, namely the future Karabakh baylarbaylik (province) and Karabakh
khanate. It is no coincidence that most researchers concluded Karabakh
was one of the main areas populated by Turkic Azerbaijani people.”

Referring to Medieval sources, Academician Ziya Bunyadov noted
that long before the Mongolian invasion, the population of Arran-Ka-
rabakh existed as a Turkish speaking nation." During the late Medieval
period, tribes like Gajar, Javanshir, Otuziki, and lyirmidord played a sig-
nificant role in the socio-political life of Karabakh. The settlement of the
Gajar tribe whose representatives had held positions in Karabakh bay-
larbayi for a long time, is attributed to the 13" and 14" centuries. A. A.
Bakikhanov writes that, “Emir Teymur transferred 50,000 Gajar families
to Caucasus land and relocated them to Yerivan (Author’s note - Irevan),
Ganja, and Karabakh”.® Although some Gajars were transferred to Astra-
bad and Mazandaran during the Safavid-Ottoman wars (16 and 17" cen-
tury), a large number of them continued to live in Ganja, Barda, Gilebord,
and Khachin districts.”

Javanshirs formed one of the most powerful tribe unions living in
Karabakh territory. Information given by Mirza Jamal Karabakhi suggests
that this tribe came from Turkustan since ancient times and settled in Ka-
rabakh.” According to “The detailed book of Ganja-Karabakh,” in the first
half of the 18" century, Javanshirs owned plantations and winter pastures
in Karabakh’s Dizag, Bayad, Khachin, Arazbar, and Keshtak provinces, and
summer pastures alongside the borders of Iravan province. The number
of tax payers in 25 oymags owned by this tribe only reached 544.%

In accordance with their number and position, one of Karabakh's
strongest tribes was Otuzikilar, established from smaller tribe entities
of Azerbaijan. The names of 20 oymags belonging to this tribe union
are mentioned in “The detailed book”™ Uchoglan, Mefruzi, Giyasi, De-
liler, Veysalli, Haji Tureli, Khalil Fakhraddinli, Garagoyunlu, Shakarbayli,
Boyahmadli and other oymags could be examples of these. lyirmidordler,
settled in Karabakh since the 16™ century, played an important role in the
socio-economic life of the district.

There’s no doubt that the heirs of ancient Azerbaijani-Turkic tribes
composed the main part of Karabakh’s population in the late Middle
Ages. However, during this period, since the composition of the people
as a single ethnicity ended, people were affiliated with “Muslim,” “Tur-
kic/Turkish,” and “Christian” terms in sources, rather than tribe names.
This affiliation is referred to in “The comprehensive book of Ganja-Kara-
bakh” compiled in 1727.

In the late Middle Ages, a fraction of the population living in Ka-
rabakh consisted of Christians. Most of them lived in the five Albanian
Christian melikates formed in Karabakh in the 17" and early 18" centuries
- Khachin, Chilebord, Gulustan (Talish), Varanda and Dizag melikates. In
addition, we should note that only Khachin melikate has been histori-
cally associated with Karabakh territory. Khachin rulers, who were the
followers of the Mehranis dynasty that ruled Albania in the 7% century,
didn't fail to provide some information about their origins. For instance,
Hasan Jalal, the Khachin prince, called himself “the Albanian Tsar,” “the
Ruler of the Albanian Borders,” “Prince of Khachin and Artsakh”2 Interes-
tingly, even though the Christian population that lived in the mountaino-
us part of Karabakh was exposed to a great deal to “Armenization” and
“Grigorianisaton” under the influence of the Armenian Church, they still
called themselves “Albanians” in the early 18" century. However, Gazan-
sar monastery’s Catholicon Yesayi Hasan Jalal presented his country as
“Agvan (Albanian) country” and “Albanian state” while talking about the
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war for independence against Ottoman occupation.?’ With the exception
of Khachin melikate, it has long been proven that the population of the
remaining four melikates is foreign to Karabakh. It’s clear from the infor-
mation provided by Mirza Adigozal that Vazanda and Chilebord melikates
formed in Karabakh in the 17t century, and Dizag and Gulustan melikates
in the early 18" century.? Other historical sources confirm that the Chris-
tian population that lived in Karabakh bore no relation to the Armenians.
According to the data compiled by Russian officials in the early 19" cen-
tury, we can say that a small portion of the population living in Karabakh
at the time were Christians. A year after the abolition of Karabakh kha-
nate, it is noted in “A description of Karabakh Province” compiled in 1823,
that of the 20,035 families living in the khanate in this period, 15,729 of
them were Turkic-Muslim families, and 4,366 families were Christians.?
The increase of Armenians in Karabakh occurred after the Turkmanchay
agreement was signed between Russia and Iran (Gajar) in 1828, and the
Edirne agreement signed with Ottoman Turkey in 1829. The Russians,
who were trying to strengthen their position in the occupied land of the
South Caucasus, decided to use the Armenians. After signing the above
agreements, 124,000 Armenians were transferred from Iran and Turkey
to the South Caucasus. In subsequent years, the movement of Armeni-
ans to the South Caucasus, including Azerbaijan, happened on a broader
scale. As a result of this mass movement, in the early 20" century, the
number of Armenians increased four to five times in the South Caucasus.
A significant proportion of these Armenians were moved to Karabakh, to
the best lands.* As a result of the Tsarist government’s comprehensive
care, Armenians grew much stronger economically, and soon began to
make territorial claims against the region’s oldest residents, the Azerbai-
janis. Thus, the ongoing Mountainous Karabakh conflict was established.
The natural geographical conditions of Karabakh make it quite favorable
for human living and agricultural activities. The region’s territory is divi-
ded into mountains, foothills and plains due to its climatic characteristics
and relief. The mountainous region that is 950-1800 meters above sea
level and possesses a mild-cold climate is commendatory for livestock.
The foothills that possess a mild-hot climate, and combine both the mo-
untainous and plain areas’ climatic features, are very suitable for lives-
tock, as well as agriculture. A significant part of the territory of Karabakh
consists of plains and deserts. It is clear from a description of the 19®
century: the largest plain in Karabakh started from the reservoir of the
Gara Chay (Black River) that flowed into the Kura River from the right

side, extending along the Araz River in the southwest and reaching Khu-
daferin Bridge. In the 18"-19"" century Karabakh’s Barda, Sir, Chilebord,
Bayad, Kochez, Dizag, Arazbar, Barqushad, and Chulander provinces were
located in this area.» With their hot conditions, the mountain ranges
were ideal for the formation of rivers and springs, necessary for agricul-
ture. Araz, Mehri, Basit, Chulander, Hekeri, Khanashen, Tartar, and other
rivers that flowed through Karabakh had great economic value. One-
hundred-and-thirty-seven villages’ agricultural fields were irrigated with
Tartar River water alone.? Most of them established in the early Middle
Ages, Govurarkh, Luvar ditch, Meymene ditch, Sari ditch, Gemichi ditch,
and others, played an important role in the development of agriculture
in Karabakh.

The favorable climate and the abundance of fertile soil stimulated
various sectors of agriculture in Karabakh. Husbandry was the leading fi-
eld. Grains like wheat, barley, millet, perinj, lentils, and rice also held an
important place. High demand for wheat, in particular, led to its cultivati-
on on a larger scale. It’s clear from data provided in “The comprehensive
book” that, in the first half of the 18" century, the production of wheat
and other grains prevailed in Barda, Khachin, Chilebord, Keshtak, Varan-
da, Dizag, and Bargushad regions of Karabakh. In 1727, Turkish tax offici-
als collected 1,698,320 aghcha (tax) from Keshtak district, and 1,485,080
aghcha from Arazbar district under the term “grain ushru.”? Throughout
Karabakh region. wheat production increased even more in 19" century
and became to 2,090,000 put by 1830-32.%

Bargushad was considered the main center of rice production in Ka-
rabakh. Calculations based on “The comprehensive book” show that the
main occupation of the population in 34 out of the 64 villages registered
in this area was rice growing.? A considerable number of the population
in Sir, Bayad, Keshtak, Arazbar, and Chulander villages of the region was
engaged in this. The increasing demand for rice in the domestic and fo-
reign markets led to the expansion of rice paddy fields. As a result, in Ka-
rabakh, 375,000 pounds of rice (paddy) harvest was collected in 1845.3°

Historically, sericulture (raw silk production) held a leading position in
the economic activity of the people living in the area. Back in the 10™ cen-
tury, Barda district was the main center for the production of raw silk in the
Middle East. During this period, weavers from a number of neighboring co-
untries lacking their own raw materials sought raw silk in Barda. The 1,600
mulberry orchards established in the khanate in the late 18" and early
19" century created suitable conditions for its development. It's necessary



to note that most of these mulberry orchards belonged to the Karabakh
khans and their family members. Ibrahim Khan owned 26 mulberry orc-
hards in Hindarch village, and his son Jafargulu Agha owned 12 mulberry
orchards in Doryan village. Overall, the annual volume of production of raw
silk in Karabakh khanate was equal to 1,700 poods.*

Karabakh was also considered one of the major centers for cotton
production. Historically, the irrigation system and the abundance of fer-
tile soil created advantageous conditions for the cultivation of cotton
in large quantities. There is information about the prevalence of cotton
production in the plain areas located in Karabakh while it was under
occupation of the Ottomans, from 1723 to 1735. For instance, in 1727 the
Ottoman Turks collected 56,400 aghcha under “cotton ushru” from 24 vil-
lages of Barda district.>> Approximately one century later, rather, in the
1830s, the annual volume of cotton production in Karabakh province was
3,200 poods.

Gardening, viticulture, and horticulture held an important place in
the economic life of the region. In the 1830s, apple, pear, mulberry, apri-
cot, peach, pomegranate, quince, cherry, walnut, plum trees and others
were grown in about 100 gardens. Seven of these gardens (Gullu garden,
Erikli garden, Kotan garden, Chirayish garden, Bala garden, Barli garden
and Narli garden) belonged to the Karabakh khans, and were given to
separate entities/people for their use. The harvest gained from the 3,080
vineyards in the territory of the khanate was used to make wine in Chris-
tian villages, and bakmaz in Muslim villages.**

The suitable climate and abundance of summer and winter pastures
stimulated the development of animal farming in Karabakh. According
to information from the 1830s, there were 100,000 cattle, 300,000 small
livestock, and 20,000 horses here.* Along with meeting the meat and
dairy demands of the people, large and small livestock also played an
important role in providing the necessary raw materials used in the de-
velopment of various crafts. As well as having sweet meat, a special
breed of sheep raised in Karabakh and recognized by the same name,
was distinguished by its fine wool. Karabakh horses stood out for the-
ir beauty, toughness, and flexibility, and their reputation spread to the
Middle East and Europe. Information has been obtained about 11 equest-
rian centers that functioned in Karabakh during the khanate period.

The abundance of raw materials and production habits that formed
over centuries played an important role in the development of art in Ka-
rabakh. The creation of Shusha city in the mid-18™ century stimulated the
development of craftsmanship in the region during the khanate period,

as well as the Russian occupation. Even though it was newly formed,
Shusha city became one of the most important commercial and cultural
centers for Karabakh and northern Azerbaijan. In the 18" century the
population was over 10,000, of which a significant proportion consisted
of craftsmen. It is clear from the information provided by “The image of
Karabakh Province,” compiled in the early 19" century, that during this
period a craftsman specializing in 50 art fields worked in Shusha. Accor-
ding to researchers’ calculations based on the sources, in the 191" century,
the total number of craftsmen that worked in different fields of art in the
city exceeded 2,000.%¢

As in other districts of Azerbaijan, weaving was one of the leading
fields of art production in Karabakh. Raw materials created fertile con-
ditions for high level development of cotton fabric. In the late 18" cen-
tury, up to 1,000 fabric-producing workbenches (machines) operated in
Shusha and the surrounding residential areas.>” According to information
provided by a source composed a little later, 8,000 coarse calicos 70 khan
arshin in height and seven vershok (1 vershok = 4.45 c¢m) in width are
produced every day in Shusha.”? Various types of fabric were made out
of raw coarse calicos using dyeing, embroidery, or gelemkarlig (stamping
colored motifs on fabric) methods.

The making of coarse calicos, named “basma,” grew prevalent. The-
se fabrics were made by placing different patterns on the calico using
a mould. Geometric and floral patterns were engraved onto the mo-
uld prepared by masters beforehand. Floral patterns consisting of vari-
ous leaf forms, tulips, lilies, carnations and so on, were stamped in the
middle of the fabric; triangular, rectanqular, rhombic, circular and other
geometric shapes were used along the edges.** Specialized craftsmen
- basmanakhishchilar (stamping masters) - were engaged in creating
basma (stamping) patterns.

The majority of the weavers in Karabakh, especially in its central
city Shusha, specialized in silk fabric production. Even during the first 10
years of the 19" century, “500 weaving workbenches producing various
silk fabrics operated” in the city.** In comparison with other art fields, the
high development of fabric weaving resulted in the emergence of capi-
talist relations in this field, as of the first 10 years of the 19" century. The
weaving workshops operating in Shusha are referred to as “manufacture”
in Russian sources of this period.* In addition to internal labor division
within these businesses, called “karkhana” by locals, a hired workforce
was also employed. After the invasion of Azerbaijan by Russia, further
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acceleration of capitalist relations resulted in similar processes in Kara-
bakh as well. This was more clearly demonstrated in silk wrapping - the
raw material base of silk fabric weaving. During the 60s of the 19t cen-
tury, 16 silk wrapping factories with an annual production worth 78,000
rubles operated in Shusha.*

Some fabrics, of various quality and types produced in Karabakh
region, were exported to neighboring districts and countries; the rest
were used to meet the demands of local people for clothing. Professional
tailors worked in Shusha. The rapidly increasing number of the populati-
on in the city in the 19" century resulted in their increase. If there were
only 16 tailors working there in 1800, in 1915 that number had reached
110.% A number of these craftsmen knew their profession very well. They
made different types of dresses out of silk, cotton, and wool for men and
women.

Karabakh was famous for its beautiful carpets woven, primarily, with
high artistic elegance. Different breeds of sheep raised in the district pro-
vided carpet masters with abundant and high quality wool; this, and the
rich natural dye resources, pushed for greater development of the art.
Similar to many districts of Azerbaijan, carpet weaving was supported by
women in Karabakh. Women who didn't have the opportunity to work
outside their homes in accordance with Islamic religion, dedicated their
free time after domestic chores to different fields of weaving, including
carpet weaving. One 19" century source describes, “Carpet weaving be-
longs to every family; each family is engaged in this art separately and
on a small scale”.*

Even during the period of the khanates, the production of carpet
products was widespread in Karabakh. This is proven by the collection
of taxes in the form of carpets and palas from the village population by
Karabakh khans. This was due to the quick sale of carpet products at fo-
reign market, at expensive prices. On the other hand, craftsmanship was
considered a functional addition to agriculture where carpet production
was prevalent; therefore, villagers needed to pay their agricultural taxes
in art and carpet products. For instance, the population of Gorunzur villa-
ge of the khanate gave two kilims, two bags, one batman (about 7-10kq)
of wool and 40 arshins (about 71 sm) of fabric in lieu of maljehet taxes.*

As in other districts of Azerbaijan, in Karabakh, carpet-palas pro-
ducts of different types and varied assortment were divided into two
main groups - pile weave and flat weave carpets. Pile weave carpets
included the khali, gebe, carpets, and janamaz (prayer mat), flat weave

carpets included the palas, kilim, shadda, sumakh, verni, and flat weave
carpet items included mafrash, heybe and others.*

The prevalence of carpet weaving in Karabakh pushed for the deve-
lopment of some auxiliary fields necessary for this art, including “hellaj”
(tool for combing cotton) art. The production process from shearing wool
to turning it into yarn went through several stages. The yarn produced at
the initial stage was separated into several types in accordance with its
height, color, and fineness/coarseness. At this point careful attention was
paid as to which product the assorted wool would be useful for. Wool
obtained during spring was given priority for carpets and palas.”’

Wool processing usually went through several stages like washing,
combing, and spinning. The collected wool would be washed several ti-
mes to clean it from salt and dirt. Rain and snow water was used to wash
some types of wool. Then, it would be dried and combed to be spun later
on spinning wheels to make yarn.*¢ As with other districts of Azerbaijan,
female carpet weavers worked in Karabakh villages: In the fields, speci-
alized professionals called “hellaj” were in charge.

The progression of fabric weaving and carpet weaving resulted in
the development of dye art, a field very close to weaving, in Karabakh.
In fact, dyeing art was the final stage of weaving and leather manu-
facturing, and served as the artistic decoration of readymade products.
Dyers greatly benefited from both plant-based and insect-based dyes.
Insect-based dyes included purpura, karmin, kirmiz, cochineal, and so
on. Dye methods played an important role in obtaining red, widely used
in carpet weaving. To obtain a dark red color, small bugs called cochineal
were used. According to available information, the local population in
non-productive areas of Nakhchivan, Karabakh, and Ganja collected up
to 500 poods (1 pood = 16.3804815kg) of cochineal to sell to dyers®.
These bugs, 2-3 mm in height, were collected by being shaken out of
trees every year. After being killed in hot water or vinegar, they were
dried on the stove and boiled in an alkaline solution. The full red color
obtained this way played a significant role in dyeing wool yarn. Before
dyeing the yarn using cochineal, dyers washed it in lime water, and dri-
ed it. Then, they soaked it in alum, mixed it with ground “chakhirdashi”
and dye plant, and boiled it in a pot. To produce different shades of red,
various tanning substances were used. For instance, to obtain a full red
color, tin salt - gelye - was added to the mixture.>®

Plant-based dyes were widely used in dyeing. A dye plant we know
as madder, called “marena” in European and Russian sources, but “golden



dye” among people, was widespread. It was written in a 19" century so-
urce that in addition to dyeing “wool, silk, and even cotton red, madder
helps to dye different fabrics in other colors. In general, it brought a large
income to Transcaucasia because the color red is widely used here”>'
According to information given by a source of that period, the amount of
madder produced in Karabakh annually reached 10,000 poods.*

Dyers in the 19" century were able to obtain different colors and
color shades from the roots of madder by using various additives. To ob-
tain red, wool yarn was soaked in an alum solution; for a yellowish-red
color, in a lead “ashi” solution; and for dark violet in an iron kuporo. Only
after this was the wool yarn placed in a pre-made color pot to be boiled,
and thus dyers obtained the shades they wanted. To obtain orange, the
orange core of the madder was used. This core was boiled in a separate
pot after being dried and ground. When the wool yarn was boiled in the
pot for the first time it acquired an orange color, second time yellow, and
third time pale yellow.>®

The perennial plant, “naz,” was grown in different districts of Azer-
baijan; the dyers used it to obtain yellow. The color from this plant was
distinguished by its long-lasting durability in sunlight and washing.>
Dyers were able to give any color shade they wanted to their products by
using mulberry leaves, nut shells, pomegranate skins, apples, apricots,
quince, plums, peaches, sandalwood, onion peel, and so on. Ethnograp-
hic research shows that dyers were skilled enough to give about 50 co-
lors and shades to their products. Only, in carpet weaving, around eight
to 12 colors were used.*

To obtain the colors they wanted, dyers also used dye resources
brought from foreign countries. For instance, the indigo plant that was
needed to dye woven products blue was not present in Azerbaijani na-
ture. Therefore, it was brought from Iran and India. In addition, there’s
information regarding the importation of different colors to Azerbaijan
from European countries, Middle Asia and Russia. Even during 1789-90,
1,150 poods of different colors were brought to Azerbaijan.>¢ There’s no
doubt that Karabakh region dyers were also using these colors.

As in the majority of Azerbaijan’s districts, dye houses specifically
for both independent sites and villages were widespread in Karabakh.
The first dye houses operated mainly in Shusha city alongside weaving
centers and dabbagkhanas (leather refineries). It is noted in sources from
the early 19" century that in Shusha “there are three dye houses to dye
cotton yarns, silk, and wool; only one of them dyes yarn in blue, but the

other two in multiple colors”*” In the late 19" century, the renaissance
of carpet weaving in Karabakh, especially in Shusha, drove the develop-
ment of dye art. In 1900 the number of dye houses increased to eight.
Twelve dyers worked at these establishments, which had an annual tur-
nover of 4,000 rubles.*®

Karabakh held its stance as an important crafts and carpet weaving
center of Azerbaijan during the period of the Soviet Union. Not only did
they impress the people who saw them, the 300 plus carpet products
displayed at the Carpet Museum in the residential complex of Mehman-
darovs in Shusha gave a clear depiction of the carpet weaving group of
Karabakh. Unfortunately, Armenian vandals destroyed this Carpet Mu-
seum, alongside other museums operating here, when they invaded
Shusha on May 8, 1992.

Sonraki
dovrlarda bu tayfalar tirkdilli vahid Azarbaycan xalqinin formalasmasin-
da miham rol oynamislar.

Son orta asrlorda Qarabag ahalinin intensiv sakilda yerdayismasi
proseslarinin carayan etdiyi arazilardan idi. Coanubi Qafqazda mohkam-
lanmaya calisan Safavi sahlari, xisusila | Sah Abbas (1587-1629), XVIil
asrda nahang imperiya yaratmis Nadir sah 9fsar (1736-1747) hakimiyyata
sadagotli olan tayfalar bu yerlards, xiisusila Qarabagda yerlasdirmisdilar.
I Sah Abbasin hakimiyyati dévriinda bir-biri ila hec bir gohumluq alagasi
olmayan va 6z déyiskanliklari ila seciloan mixtalif tirk tayfalari bu prose-
sin an faal istirakcilarina cevrilmisdilar. Hokmdara géstardiklari sadagata
gora “sahsevan” adlandirilan bu tayfalarin xeyli hissasi Mugan va Qara-
bag arazisinda yerlasdirilmisdilar. Onlarin sirasina Otuzikilar, Dursunxoca-
lilar, Mastalibaylilar, Zargarlilar, Quzathlar, inanhlar, Rzabaylilar, Poladlilar,
Novruzbaylilar, Baydililar, Xalfalilar, Muradxanlilar va s. kimi tiirk tayfalari
daxil idi. Gostarilan bu tarixi proseslar bélgada ahalinin maisating, dini
diinyagorisiina vo madaniyyatina tasirsiz 6tismamisdir. Bu manada xal-
cacihgda da bir sira dayisikliklarin bas vermasi labud hal idi.

Bu tayfalarin Qarabagda yerlasdirilmasi bir tarafdan bélganin stra-
teji baximdan mihim shamiyyata malik olmasi, digar tarafdan isa
alverisli iglim saraiti ils, yaylag-qislaq hayat tarzi keciran maldar tayfa-
larin yasayisina, tasarriifat ananalarina uygunlugu ils bagl idi. Aparilan
c6l tadqiqgatlar zamani hal-hazirda Agcabadi rayonunun Arasbar, Boyik
Kahrizli, Bala Kahrizli, Cofarbayli, Kabirli, Kirdlar, Qiyamaddinli, Qarado-
lag, Sahsevan, Minaxorlu; Agdam rayonunun Seyidli, Papravand, Xidirh,
Kangarli; kecmis Agdara rayonunun Umudlu, Sirxavand, Caraktar; Barda
rayonunun Alpout, Lanbaran, Tarkman, Mudanli, Tumasli; Beylagan ra-
yonunun ikinci Sahsevan, Diinyamalilar, 9mirzeyidli; Cabrayil rayonunun
isaqh, Havuslu, Balyand, Karxulu, Soltanli, Hasangaydi, Béyik Marcanl,
Sancalli; Fizulu rayonunun Alxanli, Arayath, Boyik Bshmanli, Bala
Bahmanli, Aybasanli, Babi, Pirshmadli, Qacar; Kalbacar rayonunun Kestak,
Yansaq, Zilfaqarli; Lacin rayonunun Bilidiz, Qizilca, Mirik, Malibay,
Minkand, Agbulaqg; Qubadli rayonunun Muskanl, Dondarli, Padar, Poladli,
Mahruzlu, Bala Soltanli; Susa rayonunun Malibayli, Allahqulular, Dasalti;
Tartar rayonunun Evodlu, Damircilar, Mamirli; Xankandi rayonunun Ko-
salar kandi, Karkicahan gasabasi; Xocali rayonunun Ballica, Mehdibayli;
Xocavand rayonunun Qaradadh, Varandali, Arpadiizii, Qarazami; Zangilan
rayonunun Mincivan, Vejnali, Mammadbayli, Besdali, Babayl, Qaradara,
Samli, @mirxanli va s. kimi tarixi yasayis mantagalarinda yasayan bu tay-
falarin toxuduglan xalcalar dyranilmisdir. Bu nimunalar asasinda Qarabag
xalca qrupunun 6ziinamaxsus xlsusiyyatlarini miayyanlasdirmak, eyni
zamanda miqayisali tahlillar aparmaq mimkin olmusdur. Tadgiqatlar



gostarir ki, Araz cayinin simalinda yasamis aborigen tirk tayfalarinin
asrlar boyu formalasmis xalcaciliq ananalari canubdan kécirilan ey-
nikokla, lakin farqli cografi arealda, ham da fargli milli-etnik mahitda
yasayan torkdilli tayfalarin “gatirdiklari” naxis, motiv, 6lci, rang kimi
gostaricilora malik xalcaciligla “birlasarak” daha da zanginlasmisdir.

Torafimizdan XX asrin sonlarindan etibaran baslanilmis Azarbaycan
xalcaciligina dair arasdirmalar carcivasinda Qarabag bolgasinin 378 ya-
sayls mantagasinda XIX asrin birinci yarisi-XX asrin sonlarina aid 415
xalca va xalca mamulati, eyni zamanda bélgada yasamis va faaliyyat
gostarmis 745 xalcacl, 23 tacir, 29 boyaqci hagqinda malumat toplanilmis,
hamcinin fotosakillar ¢akilmisdir. Nimunalar xovlu xalcalar, palaz, kilim,
zili, varni, sadda, cecim, ladi kimi xovsuz xalcalari, hamcinin at culu, xur-
cun, mafras, duzqabi va d. maisat asyalarini ahata edir.

Xalcanin toxunusu, ilk névbads, insanlarin maddi talabatlari il bagh
olmusdur. Bu zaman xalcanin keyfiyyati, rangi, formasi, iplarinin seci-
mi, 6lcist insanlarin maskunlasdigr boélganin iqlim saraitindan, relyef
xususiyyatlarindan, bu sartlar daxilinds insanin 6z G¢in yarada bildiyi
yasayls yerindan va s. olduqca vacib sabablardan asilidir. Masalan, Qa-
rabag bolgasinin yaylaq-qislaq hayat tarzi keciran ahalisinin maisatinda
daha cox xovsuz xalcalara va xalca mamulatlarina Gstinlik verilmisdir.
Bu ahali kicikolcili palazlardan, kilimlardan, varnilardan, cecimlardan,
ev asyalarini, arzaq mahsullarini dasimaq tciin mafras, xurcun, duzqabi
kimi xovsuz maisat asyalarindan istifada etmisdir. Bu xalcalarin 6l¢isa,
rang secimi, naxislari onun maisat funksiyalarindan birbasa asili olurdu.
Masalan, alaciglarda désanak kimi mixtalif 6lctli xovlu xalcalar istifada
edilirdi. Daha yngul ¢akili kilimlar, cecimlar, varnilar, sarandazlar alacigin
tavaninin, divarlarinin bazadilmasinda tatbiq olunurdu. Bazan bu xovsuz
xalcalardan arakasma, qapilig, 6rtik kimi da yararlanmaq mimkan idi.

iqtisadiyyatin, ticarat alagalarinin, bununla yanasi, kustar sanatkarliq
sahalarinin inkisafi, tikinti-insaat ananalarinin takmillasmasi xalcaciliga
olan ham forma, ham da badii-estetik talablari asash sakilds dayisdirdi.
onanavi naxislarla bazadilon xalcalar artiq yeni daba va zévga uygun
sokilda toxunmaga basladi. Bu baximdan Qarabagin xalcaciliq tarixinda
gadim madaniyyat markazlari olan Beylaqan, Barda, Panahabad (son-
ralar Susa), Agdam saharlarinin rolu xisusi qeyd olunmalidir. Xalcanin
igtisadi faktor, daha sonralar isa sanat nimunasi kimi rolu va mahiyyati
mahz boyuk ticarat markazlari ilo alagadardir. Arasdirmalar gostarir ki,
Azarbaycanin digar bélgalarinda oldugu kimi, Qarabagda da xalcaciliq
XVII asrin avvallarinadak amtaa xarakteri dasimirdi va o birbasa baza-

ra istigamatlonmamisdi. ohali az sayda toxunan va ailo yadigan olan
xalcalan satisa ¢ixarmir, onu bir név qoruyucu kimi dayarlandirirdi. Bu,
aslinda xalcalar Gzarinda 6z aksini tapmis, diinya alimlarinin daim diqqat
markazinda olan simvollarin, isaralarin tasadifi deyil, xtsusi mana kasb
etdiyini, magsadli sakilda toxundugunu sibut edir. Lakin xalca iqtisadi
faktora cevrildikca, toxunus «istehsal»la avazlandikca, xalcaciliq 6z ta-
rixi koklarindan uzagqlasir, orijinalligini itirir. istehsal daha cox kiitlavi va
idaraolunan, sifarisli bir proses xarakteri alir va bu zaman fardi yaradiciliq
ikinci plana kecir. Qarabagda xalcalarin satisa cixarilmasi artiq bolgada
xalca ticaratinin yaranmasi, bu faaliyyatin get-geda daha genis miqyas
almasi ils naticalanir. Ticarat sabakasi genislandikce Qarabagda toxunan
xalcalarin Ganca, Darband, Tiflis, istanbul, Tabriz va s. kimi saharlarda
taskil olunan xalca bazarlarina cixis imkanlari da coxalir.

Qarabag xanliginin Rusiya ila siyasi-igtisadi alagalarinin genisloanmasi
burada toxunan xalcalarin Avropada ticaratina imkan yaradirdi. 9vvalca
Rusiyaya, oradan da Avropanin mixtalif saharlarina aparilan bu yun va
ipak xalca nimunalari keyfiyyatina, tabii boyadina, naxislarina gore
yiksak giymatlandirilirdi. Eyni zamanda soayyahlara, safirlora xalca
hadiyya etmak anana halini almisdi. Statistik malumatlarin tahlili gostarir
ki, dinya muzeylarinds, saraylarda va saxsi kolleksiyalarda mihafiza olu-
nan Qarabag xalcalar da mahz bu tarixi marhalays aiddir. Bununla bels,
elmi-kitlavi adabiyyatlarda va dovri nasrlarda takca aksar Azarbaycan
xalcalarinin, o cimladan Qarabag xalcalarinin asl adi va toxundugu yer
ilo gostarilmamasi taassif dogurur. Misahidalar gostarir ki, istar muzey
ekspozisiyalarinda, istarsa doa kolleksiyalarda, harraclarda, kataloglarda,
elmi adabiyyatlarda Azarbaycan xalcalan timumilikde “iran xalcalan”,
“Qafqaz xalcalan” kimi, yaxud Conubi Qafqaz arazisinds yasayan digar
xalglarin maddi-madaniyyat nimunasi olaraq taqdim edilir. Burada to-
xunan an gadim xalcalarin hansi xalga maxsus olmasi haqqinda muixtalif
fikirlar saslandirilir. Qeyd etmak zaruridir ki, qoyunculugla bagli olan
xalcacilig mahdudiyyat, carciva tanimayan sahadir. Qafqazda mansayi
birbasa turklarla bagh olan xalcacihigin, burada yasayan digar xalglara
da sirayat etmasi tabii haldir. Tarixan regionda turk tayfalarina maxsus
cesnilar asasinda, lakin har xalqin 6z diinyagorising, zévqina, imkan-
larina va bacangina, istedadina mavafiq xalcalar toxunmusdur. Bu fakt,
xalcaciligi 6z kokindan uzaglasdirmir, aksina diggati onun bdlgada yasa-
yan xalglarin maddi-madani irsindaki roluna va shamiyyatina yonaldir.

Xalcasinaslar elmi, publisistik adabiyyatlarda Qafqaz xalcaci-
hq tarixinin an gadim ornaklari olan “9jdahal’” xalcalarina dair tazadh
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muiddaalarla cixis edirlar. Azarbaycan xalcaciligina dair Henri Yako-
bi, Artur Pop, Carlz Qrant Ellis kimi maalliflarin asarlarina istinad edan
manbalar bu xalca cesnisinin tarixi koklarini Quba, Sirvan, Qarabag,
yani Azarbaycanla alagalandirirlor.” Gorkamli alim Mirali Seyidov da
nainki bu cesninin, Gmumiyyatla “djdaha” motivinin mifoloji qaynagla-
rnni nazardan kecirarak, onun orijinal, yani milli tafakkirin ve dinyagé-
ristndn, inanclarin mahsulu oldugunu goéstarir.? Bazi maalliflar Qafqaz
xalcalarinin tasnifatl zamani “9jdahali” xalcalan ayrica (ilkin) marhala
kimi gostarmislar. Masalan, Serare Yetkin (Turkiys) ikicildlik fundamen-
tal tadqiqatinda® Qafqaz xalcalarini mixtalif névlara ayinir, naxislarinin
taxmini xronologiyasini miayyanlasdirarak, onlari 1) ajdaha xalcalar; 2)
kecid naxish xalcalar; 3) floral (nabati) xalcalar; 4) handasi naxisl xalca-
lar; 5) medalyon xalcalar (sakil 8, 12, 21) kimi tasnif edir. Bu problemsa ay-
dinliq gatirmak tcin xalcalar Gzarinda 6z aksini tapan bu va ya digar ele-
mentin, motivin o xalcani yaradan xalqin tafokkirindaki yerini, misbat
va ya manfi obraz kimi rolunu miayyanlasdirmak zaruridir. djdaha
- folklor, sifahi xalq adabiyyati nimunalari, xisusila xalq inanclan ila
six sakilda bagh olan ravaystlardaki digar mifik obrazlarla miigayisada
daha az, asasan manfi obraz, quraqhgin remzi kimi gostarilir. Xalca sim-
volikasinin tahlili isa goéstarir ki, yuxanda da qeyd edildiyi kimi, xalca
har bir ailo Gciin migaddas va qoruyucu xarakter dasidigindan, onun
izarinda moanfi obrazlar, sar qivvalar 6z aksini tapa bilmazdi. Bu ba-
ximdan, “9jdahali” cesnisinin “yerli” xarakter dasimasi miibahisalidir.
Erkan nimunalari XVI asra (sakil 1, 2) aid olan “9jdahali” cesnili xalcalar
ananavi sakilda, xalqg xalcaciligindan emalatxana xalcacihigina gadar de-
yil, saray xalcaciligindan xalq xalcacihgina dogru inkisaf yolu kecmisdir.
9slinda bu inkisaf deformasiya, parcalanma, arxaik cesni asasinda ye-
ni-yeni xalca cesnilarinin yaranmasi ila saciyyalanir. Belalikls, “9jdahal’”
cesnisi asasinda toxunan xalcalarin takamil prosesinin tahlili gostarir ki,
Qafgaz, hamcinin Azarbaycan xalcaciiginda bu motivi tarixi ipak yolu
vasitasila yaranan madani dialoqun tazahiird kimi ds izah etmak mim-
kiindir. Bundan alava, cin-uygur incasanatinin tasiri ila yaranan bu xal-
ca (tikma, miniatir va s.) cesnilarinin mongqol-tatarlarin XIil asrin birinci
yansini ahata edan hicumlari va hakimiyyatda olduglar donamlarda
Azarbaycan arazisina gatirildiyini da ehtimal etmak mimkindur (sakil 3,
4, 5,). Bununla bela, XVI-XIX asrlarda “9jdahali” cesnisinin badii-texnoloji
baximdan inkisafinda Azarbaycan xalcaciliginin rolu danilmazdir (sakil 16,
17, 18). Bu klassik cesni 6z semantikasindan uzaqlasaraq, tarixi “bindovra”
rolunu oynamagqla yanasi, eyni zamanda, yerli vo yeni meyllari aks

etdirmaya baslamis, onun asasinda kecid naxisli xalcalar toxunmada
baslanmisdir. Bu marhalada hasiyalardaki mirakkablik 6zini qoruyur,
lakin ara sahadaki elementlar sayca azalir va 6lcii baximindan dayisikliya
ugrayir. Kicikolcili va coxsayli elementlari daha boyiikdlcili elementlar
avazlamaya baslayir (sakil 6, 7, 10). “9jdaha” cesnisi asasinda yerli floral
(nabati) xalcalarin toxunmasi da mahz bu dovra tasadif edir (sakil 26,
27). Mataxassislar sonraki marhalalards hatta bazi handasi motivli xal-
calann (sakil 28, 29) yaranmasini da “9jdahali” cesnisinin deformasiya
naticalarindan hesab edirlar. Tahlillar gostarir ki, ciddi badii dayisikliklara
baxmayaraq, “9jdahali” cesnisinin tarixi tokamdlind izlomak va
muqayisalar aparmaq, eyni mansali, lakin mixtalif adlarla adlandirilan
xalcalar miayyanlasdirmak mamkiandar. Milli xalcaciligimizda bu cesni-
nin varislarina - 3sas bazayi “S” sakilli elementlardan ibarat olan varnilars,
hamcinin “Calabi”, “Malibayli”, “Qasimusadi” va s. adlandiriimis, Qarabag-
la yanasi, Sirvanda, Qubada, Qazaxda, o cimladan Canubi Azarbaycanda
(sakil 21, 22, 23, 24, 25) yasayan tirk tayfalari tarafindan toxunan xovsuz
va xovlu xalca nimunalaring da rast galinir. Bu xalcalarin ilkin va dizgin
adi ila deyil, toxundugu makan adi il adlandinlmasi xalcacihq tarixinda
bir sira problemlarin yaranmasi ila naticalonmisdir. Xisusila Qarabagin
yerli ahalisi tarafindan daha cox toxunan va “Calabi” adlandirilan xalca-
larin mansayi, ilk dafa hansi xalq tarafindan toxunmasi, badii qurulusu
haqqinda séylanan fikirlar bir-birini takzib edir. Qeyd edak ki, Qarabag
bolgasinin xalcaciliq sanati da tarixan Azarbaycana qarsi dafalarls arazi
iddialari ila cixis edan ermanilarin “diggat markazinda” olmusdur. Onlar
bolganin xalcacihg ananalarini, xisusila Qarabagda daha cox toxunan
“djdahali” cesnili xalcalarn “ermanilasdirmaya”, XIX asrin avvallarindan
car Rusiyasi tarafindan buraya intensiv sakilds kocurilon ermanilarin ya-
radiciig mahsulu kimi gostarmaya calismislar. Hatta, bu problema dair
adabiyyatlarda (Mania Ghazaryan. Armenian carpets. Moskow. Sovietsky
Khudozhnik, 1985; Vahram Tatikyan. Ancentral Carpets of Karabagh. Ye-
revan, Lusabats publishing house, 2004 va s.) bu xalcalarin simvolikasi-
ni siyasilasdirmak, onlarin ara sahasinda 6z aksini tapan medalyonlari
Qarabag “ermani” malikliklarinin simvolu kimi taqdim etmak cahdlarina
da rast galinir. Bundan alava, hamin manbalarda xalca cesnisi 6z tarixi
adi va mansayi ilo deyil, hec bir tarixi va etnografik asasi olmayan “Vi-
sapaqorq”, “Arcvaqorq”, “Govhar”, “0caqorq”, “Xinzoresk”, “Xa¢-xoran” va
s. kimi uydurma adlarla adlandinlmisdir. Gérkamli xalcaci-rassam Latif
Karimov isa bu xalcani Qarabag qrupuna daxil olan “Barda” xalcasinin ilk
varianti olaraq “Calabi” adlandinir. Vo Barda rayonundan 10 km sarqds



yerlasan Calabilar kandini bu xalcanin ilk toxunma mantagasi oldugunu
bildirir.* Xalq arasinda bu cesni “Calabird” adlandinimisdir (sakil 8, 9, 11,
12, 13, 14, 15).

Apardigimiz arasdirmalar gostarir ki, XIX asrin Il yarisi-XX asrin
avvallarinda xisusila tak va cox medalyonlu (qalxanli) “9jdahall” xalcala-
rnn toxunusu katlavi hal almisdi. Ara sahasinin va hasiyalarinin 6lcising,
rangina gora bir-birindan farglanan bu xalcalar Gzarinds butév medal-
yonlarla yanasi, yarimciq medalyonlar da 6z aksini tapmisdir. Masalan,
Qarabagin ayn-ayn rayonlarinda uzunsov formali, yollugu xatirladan va
Uzarindaki medalyonlarin sayi 6lciisina gora dayisan yiksak keyfiyyatli
xalcalar toxunmusdur. Darband bélgasinds, xisusile azarbaycanhlarin
kompakt halda yasadiglan rayonlarda “9jdahali” cesnisi “Mislimat”
adlanir va yerli xalcacihg texnologiyasina miivafiq sakilda coxlu say-
da toxunur. Ekspedisiya tadgigatlari zamani maayyan olunmusdur ki,
Azarbaycanin simal, simal-sarq rayonlarinin toxuculan (masalan, Oguz
rayonunun Bas Dasagil kandinda) da bu xalcalari eyni ctr adlandinr. Bu
va ya digar faktlar “9jdahali” xalca cesnisinin yayilma arealinin yalniz Qa-
rabagla mahdudlasmadigini, ayrn-ayn variantlarda daha genis arazilards
toxundugunu goéstarir.

Xalcaciliq adabiyyatinda tarixan Qarabagda, Naxcivanda va iravan
bélgasinda toxunan “Bahmanli” cesnisi (sakil 19, 20) da eyni problemlarla
Uzlasmisdir. Azarbaycan xalcalarina hasr olunmus elmi adabiyyatda
qeyd edilir ki, “Cabrayil grupuna aid olan Qarabag tipli bu xalcanin adi
Sovet Azarbaycanin canubunda yerlasan indiki Fuzuli rayonunun Bo-
yilk Bahmanli kandinin adi ilo baghdir (iran sarhaddinin yaxinliginda).
Son zamanlar Bahmanli xalcalari “Xan-Qarabag” ve “Xanliq” kimi yeni
adlar almislar... Qarabagin bitin xalca mantagalarinda istehsal olunan
va xalcacilanin “Bahmanli” adlandirdiglan bu xalcalar bazan Qubada va
Lankaranda, nadir hallarda isa Qazax rayonunda da istehsal olunmus-
dur. Ustalik, Lankaranda toxunan bu tip xalcalar ham texniki cahatdan,
ham da badiilik baximindan digarlarindan asasl sakilda farglanir”>
Tasadfi deyil ki, tahlil edilan “Bahmanli” xalcasi Avropa xalcasiinasla-
rnnin asarlarinds mixtalif adlarla va Gnvanlarla gostarilir.s 9slinda isa
“Bahmanli” Canubi Azarbaycanin Mudan arazisinds, Herizds, Qaraca-
da, Qaradagda, Baxseyisda asrlor boyu ananavi sakilda toxunmus va
koctrilmalar naticasinda simalda yasayan ahalinin maisatina daxil ol-
mus onlarla xalca cesnisindan biridir.

Bu faktlardan da goérindiyd kimi, xalcalarin ilkin adi ila deyil, toxun-
dugu makana uygun sakilda adlandinlmasi, xalcaciiqda uzun middat

davam edan mubahisalarin yaranmasi ila naticalanir. Har bir xalcanin
adlandinimasi, 6z Gnvanini tapmasi yalniz sanatsinasliq deyil, eyni
zamanda tarixstinasliq elminin hale da 6z hallini gézlayan mihim
problemlarindandir.

Aparilan tadgiqatlardan malum olur ki, Qarabagda XIX asrin sonu-XX
asrin avvallarindan etibaran yeni xalca cesnilari yaranmir. Xalcalar, bir
qayda olaraq, gadim cesnilar asasinda toxunur. ilk baxisdan bir-birindan
farqlanan bu xalcalarin mixtalifliyinds xalcacilarin rang, naxis, forma, six-
liq kimi gostaricilara fardi yanasma tarzi, fantaziyalari mihim shamiyyat
kasb edir. Homin dévrda realistik Gslubun meydana galmasi, real insan
tasvirlarinin, hayat sahnalarinin aks olunmasi ananasi Qarabag va Sirvan
bolgalarinin xalcaciliq ananalarinda 6ziini daha gabariq sakilda gostarir.
Bu nov xalcalar asasan miniatir sanatinin tasiri ilo formalasan Tabriz
xalca maktabinda toxunurdu. Lakin bu xalca nimunalari arasinda ham
texniki, ham da badii baximdan nazaracarpan farglar movcud idi. Zarif,
simmetrik, daqiq toxunuslu Tabriz xalcalarindan fargli olaraq, Qarabagda
toxunan sijetli xalcalar tasvirlarin geyri-mitanasibliyi, kobudlugu va s.
kimi gostaricilari ila secilirdi. Bu, ilk névbada, Qarabag va Tabriz xalca-
larinin ilma sixhdina goéra bir-birindan farglanmasi ila bagl idi. Yiksak
ilma sixhgina malik Tabriz xalcalarinda tasvirlar daha daqiq alinirdi. La-
kin bununla bels, Qarabagda toxunan bu xalcalar Simali Azarbaycanda
portret-xalca janrinin yaranmasinda atilmis ilk addimlar kimi masbat
dayarlandirila bilar.

Daha avvalki dovrlards toxunan stiliza olunmus canh
tasvirlari XIX-XX asrin avvallarina aid Qarabag xalcalarinda tamamlayi-
a bazak elementlarina cevrilir. Xalcalar izarinda aks olunmus heyvan
tasvirlarina muvafiq olaraq “Ath-itli”, “Sirli”, “Palangli” va s. adlanir. Sovet
donaminda Qarabag bélgasinin demak olar ki, bitin rayonlarinda coxlu
sayda uzunsov formali, tind (qara, sabalidi, sirmayi) rangli ara sahasi va
enli hasiyasi boyuk olctli gillarls, butalarla va yarpaqglarla bazadilmis
“Cabrayil” (va ya “Gulli”) adh xalcalar toxunmusdur. Bu marhalada to-
xunan xalcalar sada badii tartibati ila yadda qalirdi. Azarbaycanin digar
bolgalarinda oldugu kimi, Qarabagda (Susa, Agdam, Barda) yaradilan xal-
ca sexlarinda standart eskizlar asasinda xalcalar toxunurdu. Bu marhalada
bir sira ictimai, iqtisadi amillar, o cimladan ipliklarin boyanmasinda sini
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boyaglarin tatbiqi bélgads xalcacihdin tonazzilind suratlandirir. Xalcaci-
lig ham badii-estetik, ham da keyfiyyat baximindan zaiflamaya baslayir.

“Saxsida gullar’, “Mugan” va s. adlandinlan’ xalcalar toxunur. Olctisi 2
m2-dan 15m?-dak arasinda dayisan bu xalcalarin xovunun hindurlayd 6
mm-1 sm-dak olurdu. Qarabag xalcalarinin ilma sixhidi xalcacilarin naxis-
lara, cesnilara yaradici minasibatindan, hamcinin mansub oldugu tay-
fanin ananavi xalca cesnilarinin toxunus texnologiyasindan asih olurdu.

XX asrin sonlarindan etibaran bas veran ictimai-siyasi hadisalar,
Ermanistan Respublikasinin Azarbaycan Respublikasina qarsi irali siirdi-
yU 9sassiz arazi iddialari, Qarabadin miinagisa zonasina cevrilmasi, tor-
paglarimizin 20%-nin isgal olunmasi, azarbaycanli ahalinin zorla 6z tarixi
yasayis yerlarindan cixariimasi burada hayatin batiin sahalari kimi, xalca-
aliga da ciddi ziyan vurmusdur.

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Azerbaijani carpets were classified and studied in groups: Baku, Ira-
van, Ganja, Guba, Shirvan, Darband, Tabriz, Nakhchivan, Gazakh-Borc-
haly, and Karabakh. However, we cannot consider this classification com-
plete. Studies into the carpet weaving history of individual districts has
resulted in the discovery of new data, which may call for changes in the
classification. Groups differ in their artistic style and technical merits. Of
these, the Karabakh carpet group is distinguished first and foremost by
the wide geographical area it covers. Up until now, carpets and carpet
products woven in Karabakh region were differentiated as a separate
group or school in the classification of Azerbaijani carpet weaving; car-
pets and carpet products woven in districts included in the Karabakh
economic region are part of this. Due to carpet weaving traditions form-
ing on the basis of basic lifestyle and domestic needs, it wasn't until the
later stages that they were polished, artistically and technically, to be-
come a field of artistry; they were created not at carpet weaving schools
or centers especially, but by individual people. Therefore, we cannot talk
about a particular school here, but groups that belong to a certain district
in sharing artistic technical features.

Thus, carpets and carpet products woven in - Aghdam, Aghjabadi,
Aghdara (according to the decision of the National Assembly of the Re-
public of Azerbaijan issued on October 13, 1992, this district was abol-
ished, its villages and fields in those villages subsequently joined in
Aghdam, Kalbajar and Tartar districts) Barda, Beylagan, Jabrayil, Fuzuli,
Kalbajar, Lachin, Gubadli, Shusha, Tartar, Khankandi, Khojali, Khojavand,
and Zangilan - were involved in Karabakh group research. A wide-reach-
ing geography results in a colorful demographic landscape, demonstrat-
ed across the 16 districts Karabakh encompasses. The plethora of carpet
examples included in this group is a direct product of this colorfulness.
Carpets - inseparable from the daily life of the Turkic speaking tribes who
settled here due to various socio-political events, historical inhabitants of
Karabakh region - have indicated and bore the attributions of each tribe
(branch/division).

Historical sources show that since the early Middle Ages, Karabakh
territory was, among others, densely populated by Turkic speaking tri-
bes. In later periods these tribes played an important role in the forma-
tion of a common Turkic-speaking Azerbaijani nation.

In the late Middle Ages, Karabakh’s population flow was intensive.
Safavid rulers who wanted strength in the South Caucasus, especially

On the history of carpet weaving in
Karabakh region

Shah Abbas I (1587-1629) and Nadir Shah Afshar (1736-47) who establis-
hed a giant empire in the 18" century, settled tribes that were loyal to
the administration in Karabakh, and deported disobeyers to inner Iran
and Afghanistan. During the ruling of Shah Abbas I, various tribes distin-
guished by their skill in battle were the most active participants of this
process. A large number of these Turkic tribes - named “Shasevan” (Shah
lovers) for their loyalty to the ruler - were settled in the territories of Mu-
ghan and Karabakh: Otuzikilar, Dursunkhojalilar, Mastalibaylilar, Zargar-
lilar, Guzatlilar, Inanlilar, Rzabaylilar, Poladlilar, Novruzbaylilar, Baydililar,
Khalfalilar, and Muradkhanlilar. This history did not bypass the daily lives,
religion, and culture of this territory’s population. Nor did it bypass carpet
weaving. This relocation speaks of the importance of the district and its
beneficial climate to the lifestyle and agriculture of the nomadic tribes.
During research, carpets were woven by tribes currently living in the
historical areas such as, but not limited to: Aghjabadi district’s Arazbar,
Bala Kahrizli, Boyuk Kahrizli, Jafarbayli, Kabirli, Kurdlar, Giyamaddinli,
Garadolag, Shahsevan, Minakhorlu; Aghdam district’s Seyidli, Papra-
vand, Khidirli, Kangarli; former Aghdara district’s Umudlu, Sirkhavand,
Charaktar; Barda district’s Alpout, Lanbaran, Mughanli, Tumasli, Turkman;
Beylagan district’s Ikinji Shahsevan, Dunyamalilar, Amirzeyidli; Jabrayil
district’s Isagli, Havuslu, Balyand, Karkhulu, Soltanli, Hasangaydi, Boyuk
Marjanli, Sarijalli; Fuzuli district’s Alkhanli, Arayatli, Aybasanli, Babi, Bala
Bahmanli, Boyuk Bahmanli, Gajar, Pirahmadli; Kalbajar district’s Keshtak,
Yanshag, Zulfugarli; Lachin district's Aghbulag, Buluduz, Gizilja, Mirik,
Malibay, Minkand; Gubadli district’s Muskanli, Dondarli, Padar, Poladli,
Mahruzlu, Bala Soltanli; Shusha district’s Malibayli, Allahgulular, Dashalti;
Tartar district’s Evoghlu, Damirchilar, Kichik Garabay, Mamirli; Khankandi
district’s Kosalar village, Karkijahan settlement; Khojali district’s Ballija,
Mehdibayli; Khojavand district's Garadaghli, Varandali, Arpaduzu, Ga-
razami; Zangilan district’s Minjivan, Vejnali, Mammadbayli, Beshdali, Ba-
bayli, Garadara, Shamli, Amirkhanli. Identifying the specific features of
the Karabakh carpet group and making camparisons was possible on the
basis of these examples. Studies show that these centuries-old carpet
weaving traditions of the aboriginal (local) Turkic tribes living north of
the Araz River were further enriched by uniting patterns, motifs, size, col-
or, and technical aspects brought by Turkic speaking tribes of the same
roots transferred from the south, but that lived in different areas and



national-ethnic environments. In our research in the late 20" century,
we collected data on 415 carpets and carpet items attributed to the early
19" century and late 20" century in 378 residential areas of Karabakh
region, 745 weavers, 23 traders, and 29 dyers who lived and operated in
the district, and took photos. Examples include pile weave carpets and
flat weave carpets like palas, kilims, zilis, vernis, shaddas, jajims, and
household items like horse covers, saddle bags, mafrashes, salt bags
and so on.

Carpet weaving was primarily associated with material need. As
such, the quality, color, shape, yarn, and size of carpets depended on
relative factors like the climate and geography where people settled, the
community people created, and so on. For instance, flat weave carpets
and carpet items were given priority in households in the mountains and
foothills of Karabakh region. Nomads required small, lightweight palas,
kilims, vernis, jajims, mafrashes and saddle bags to carry food and flat
weave household goods. The sizes, colors, and patterns of these carpets
directly depended on their domestic function. For instance, carpets that
were used as flooring in tents were pile weave carpets in various sizes.
Light and flat weave carpets such as, kilim, jajim, varni, sarandaz were
used to decorate ceiling and walls of tents. These flat weave carpets
were also used as partition, kapilig and cover.

Cities and their economies developed, and thus the construction of
palaces, large flats and houses fundamentally changed the demands on
the aesthetics and shapes of carpets. Carpets designed on traditional
patterns were already being woven in accordance with modern fashion
and taste. For this, ancient cities in Karabakh’s carpet weaving history
- Beylagan, Barda, Panahabad (later Shusha), and Aghdam - should be
noted especially. The economy of the carpet, and its later role and es-
sence as art, is linked with large trade centers. Studies show that, as in
other districts of Azerbaijan, carpets were not characterized as goods and
were not directly marketed in Karabakh until the early 17" century. The
population did not see fit to market these carpets, woven in small quan-
tities as family keepsakes and valued protectors. This is made clear on
the carpets and proves that the symbols and signs, which have always
been of scientific interest, were not a coincidence; they were woven with
intent and particular meaning. However, when carpets became pure eco-
nomics and weaving was replaced by “production”, they deviated from

their historical roots, essence and theme, and lost their originality. Pro-
duction becomes mass and managed, and a process to order. In this
instance, individual creativity reverses. When carpets went on sale in
Karabakh, the carpet trade emerged resulting in broader distribution of
labor. As the trade network expanded, the carpets woven in Karabakh
gained routes to carpet bazaars in Ganja, Darband, Tbilisi, Istanbul, Tabriz,
and other cities.

The expansion of socio-economic relations of Karabakh khanate with
Russia created opportunities for the trade of carpets woven in Europe.
Wool and silk carpets taken first to Russia and from there to cities of
Europe were highly reputable for their quality, natural colors, and pat-
terns. In addition, gifting carpets to travelers and ambassadors became
a tradition. Statistical analysis shows that Karabakh carpets held in world
museums, palaces and private collections belong to this historical pe-
riod. However, it is regretful to see Azerbaijani carpets including ones
woven in Karabakh region, presented with false names and origin in the
mass scientific and quarterly issued publications. Observations show that
Azerbaijani carpets are often presented as “Iranian carpets,” “Caucasian
carpets,” or as cultural examples of other people living in the South Cau-
casus, in museum exhibitions and collections, auctions, catalogues, and
scientific literature. Various ideas are presented regarding which nation-
ality the most antique carpets woven here belong to. It should be noted
that carpet weaving, related to sheep breeding, is a field that doesn’t
recognize restrictions or boundaries. The influence of carpet weaving on
other nations is an organic one; it ties with Turks in the Caucasus. His-
torically, carpet designs reflecting the outlook, taste, opportunity, skill,
and talent of each nation were woven and attributed to the Turkic tribes
in this district. This does not alienate carpet weaving from its roots, but
highlights its role and significance in the material, cultural legacy of na-
tions living here.

In scientific literature, carpet experts assert conflicting ideas on “Drag-
on” carpets, the oldest antique carpet of the Caucasus. Sources referenc-
ing authors such as Henri Yakobi, Arthur Pope, and Charles Grant Ellis on
Azerbaijani carpet weaving associate its historical roots with Guba, Shir-
van, and Karabakh in Azerbaijan.' By reviewing the mythological origins
of its design, and the “Dragon” motif in particular, well-known scientist
Mirali Seyidov indicates that it is original; the product of national think-
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ing, outlook, and belief.? Some authors even define the “Dragon” carpet
as a separate (primary) entity in the classification of Caucasian carpets.
For instance, in his dual-volume fundamental research®, Sherare Yetkin
(Turkey) divides Caucasian carpets into different types; by approximating
the chronology of their patterns, he classifies them as 1) dragon carpets,
2) carpets with transitional patterns, 3) floral carpets, 4) carpets with
geometric patterns, 5) medallion carpets (pictures 8, 12, 21). To shed light
on this, it is important to identify the location and the positive / nega-
tive characteristics of elements and motifs, as discerned by the nation.
Compared to other mythical characters, especially in legends founding
national beliefs, and in folklore and storytales, the dragon is portrayed
as a negative character, a symbol of drought. The analysis of carpet sym-
bols asserts that negative images and ill forces could not be represented
on carpets. As mentioned earlier, carpets were sacred protectors for ev-
ery family. For this reason, it is impossible for the “Dragon” to be “local.”
As its earliest, 16" century, (pictures 1, 2) pattern the “Dragon” design
developed from palace carpet weaving to traditional carpet weaving, not
from traditional weaving to workshops. In fact, this development is char-
acterized by the creation of new carpet designs on the basis of archaic
designs, their reformation and re-composition. Thus, the evolution of the
“Dragon” carpet is an example of a motif, in carpet weaving of the Cau-
casus and Azerbaijan, entertaining cultural dialogue along the country’s
historical Silk Road. In addition, it is likely that these carpet (embroidery,
miniature art, and so on) designs (pictures 3, 4, 5) of Chinese-Uyghur
were brought to Azerbaijan during the Mongol attacks and ruling in the
late 13t century. Still, the role of Azerbaijani carpet weaving in the evolu-
tion of the “Dragon” design throughout Caucasian weaving is undeniable
(pictures 16, 17, 18) during 16'" - 19" centuries. In addition to being a his-
torical “fundamental,” this classic design reflects local and foreign trends,
and carpets with transitional patterns emerged. The complexity along
the borders remained, but the elements in the middle field decreased in
number and their sizes changed. The small, numerous elements were re-
placed by larger ones (pictures 6, 7, 10). Local floral carpets based on the
“Dragon” design coincided with this period (pictures 26, 27). Experts con-
sider that some later geometric carpets (pictures 28, 29) are the result
of the reformation of the “Dragon.” Analysis shows that despite stylistic
changes, it is possible to trace the evolution of the “Dragon” design and

to make comparisons; it is possible to identify carpets of the same origin,
although they have different names. In our national carpet weaving, we
encounter the successors of this design, varni, shaped like an “S”, and
pile weave carpets named “Chalabi,” “Malbayli,” “Khatai,” “Gasimushagi,”
and so on woven by Turkic tribes in Karabakh, Shirvan, Guba, Gazakh and
southern Azerbaijan (pictures 21, 22, 23, 24, 25). Naming these carpets
by their weaving location produced a number of issues. The notion ar-
ticulated on carpets called “Chalabi” - woven initially and predominantly
by people in the mountains and foothill of Karabakh - and moreover
their artistic structures contradict each other. We would like to note that,
Karabakh’s carpet weaving art surely attracted the “attraction” of Arme-
nians, who have been having land claims against Azerbaijan numerous
times. Armenians were trying to armenianize the region’s carpet weav-
ing traditions and carpets with Dragon patterns that were predominantly
woven in Karabakh and present this as a creative artwork of Armenians
who were placed by Russian Tsar to Karabakh during early 19% century.
Even, symbols on these carpets are politicized, and medallions are pre-
sented as the symbolism of Karabakh'’s “Armenian” melikhood in those
publications (Mania Ghazaryan. Armenian carpets. Moscow. Sovietsky
Khudozhnik, 1985; Vahram Tatikyan. Ancestral Carpets of Karabakh. Ye-
revan, Lusabats publishing house, 2004, etc). Additionally, these sources
named these carpets based on unreal historical names and origin as
“Vishapagorg”, “Archvagorg”, “Govhar”, “0chagorg”, “Khinzoresk”, “Khac-
Khoran” without any historical and ethnographic basis. Well-known car-
pet artist Latif Karimov refers to the “Chalabi” as the first variant of the
“Barda” carpet in the Karabakh group. Sources state that Chelebilar vil-
lage located 10km to the east of Barda first produced this carpet.* This
design is also called “Chelebird” (pictures 8, 9, 11, 12, 13, 14,15).

The studies we conducted demonstrate that single and multiple me-
dallion “Dragon” carpets maintained a greater presence in mass produc-
tion from the 2" half of 19" century until the early 20" century. In ad-
dition to whole medallions, incomplete medallions were also woven in
various sizes and colors in the middle field and borders. High quality
narrow rectangular carpets, similar to runner carpets, with varying num-
bers of medallions were woven in districts of Karabakh. In Darband and
districts where Azerbaijanis are densely populated, the “Dragon” design
is called “Muslumat,” woven in large quantities and using local methods.



Through our expeditions we discovered that the weavers of Azerbaijan’s
northern and northeastern districts (for instance, Bash Dashaghil village
of Oquz district) name their carpets the same. This and other facts dem-
onstrate that the distribution radius of the “Dragon” design is not limited
to Karabakh, with variants woven in a broader territory.

In carpet literature, the “Bahmanli” design (pictures 19, 20) histori-
cally woven Karabakh, Nakhchivan, and Iravan faced the same problems.
According to scientific literature on Azerbaijani carpets, “The name of this
Karabakh type carpet that belongs to the Jabrayil group is linked with the
name of Boyuk Bahmanli village in current Fuzuli district located in the
south of Soviet Azerbaijan (near the Iranian border).”

Lately, Bahmanli carpets have acquired new names like “Khan-Kara-
bakh”and “Khanlig” (khanate). The carpet that weavers called “Bahmanli”
was produced throughout Karabakh, sometimes in Guba and Lankaran,
more rarely in Gazakh. Moreover, this type of carpet woven in Lankaran
fundamentally differs from others both technically and artically.>” Not
surprisingly, the analyzed “Bahmanli” carpet is given under different
names and locations in the work of European carpet scientists.® In fact,
“Bahmanli” has been woven as a tradition for centuries in southern Azer-
baijan’s Bakshaish area, Heriz, Garadagh, Garaja and Mughan. Due to
their respective populations’ relocation, it is one of the many designs
encountered on lifestyle products of those in the north.

As seen from these facts, naming carpets in accordance with the
location in which, they were woven and not after their initial names has
resulted in longstanding disputes in carpet weaving. Naming each carpet
and finding their addresses is a significant problem, not only in the study
of art, but also in historiography. It awaits resolution.

Research finds that new carpet patterns haven’t been created in
Karabakh since the late 19t and early 20" centuries. Usually, carpets are
based on traditional designs. They differ from each other at first glance,
and through individual interpretation of color, pattern, shape, and densi-
ty, which plays an important role in their diversity. At this time a realistic
style formed, most clearly in traditions of Karabakh and Shirvan, repre-
senting humans and scenes. These types of carpets were usually woven
at the Tabriz carpet school, opened due to the high impact of miniature
art. However, there are some significant differences in technical and ar-
tistic points of view.

Unlike Tabriz carpets, which are elegant, symmetrical, and exact in
their weave, carpets woven in Karabakh with pictorial motives stand
out for their roughness. Primarily, this is due to the difference in knot
density between Karabakh and Tabriz carpets. More detailed images on
Tabriz carpets were attainable with their higher density of knots. How-
ever, Karabakh carpets can still be regarded as among the first steps
towards the portrait-carpet genre that emerged in northern Azerbaijan.
Later, based on artists’ sketches on grided paper, this tradition was con-
tinued by weaving various pictorial carpets in Karabakh - humans, ani-
mals, birds and plants with lifelike looks and colors. The stylized images
woven in previous years were so transformed into complementary deco-
rative elements on Karabakh carpets, belonging to the 19" and early 20™
centuries.

The animal images on the carpets were called “Atli-itli,” “Shirli,” “Pa-
langli” (“Horse-dog,” “Lion,” “Tiger”) etc. In the Soviet era, many “Jabray-
il” (“Gullu”) carpets, oblong in shape, decorated with large flowers, butas
and leaves on a dark (black, brown, navy blue) central area and along
wide borders, were woven in almost all districts of Karabakh. Carpets
woven at this stage are noted for their simplistic artistic design. As in
other regions of Azerbaijan, carpets were based on standard sketches in
carpet workshops of Karabakh (Shusha, Aghdam, Barda). At that point
various social-economic factors and the use of artificial yarn dyes quick-
ened the regression of the carpet industry in the region. Carpet weaving
weakened in style, aesthetics, and quality. Carpets called “Khangarvand,”

“Aran,” “Buynuz,” “Daryanur,” “Achma-yumma,” “Shabalid-buta,” “Balig,
“Lanbaran,” “Khantirma,” “Lampa,” “Bagchadaqguller,” “Bulud,” “Sakhsida-
gullar,” “Mughan,”” and others in scientific literature were woven en

masse by the population of Karabakh. Their sizes varied between 2m?
and 15m?, and the height of the pile would vary from 6mm to 1cm. The
knot density of Karabakh carpets depended on the carpet weaver’s art-
istry in pattern and design, as well as the weaving technology of the
traditional carpet designs of the tribe they belonged to.

The socio-political events that occurred during the late 20" century,
and the unconvincing territorial claims of Armenia on Azerbaijan, turned
Karabakh into a conflict zone. Their occupation of 20% of our land and
the forced expulsion of Azerbaijanis from their historical home caused
serious damage to all areas of life, as well as to carpet weaving.
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Local and foreign publications dedicated to Karabakh during this pe-
riod contain information on traditional art and occupations, including car-
pet weaving.

This book is based on material gathered by the “Azer-llme” Carpet
Center research groups during expeditions to carpet weaving areas in
the various cities and regions of the country where IDPs have settled, as
well as in Aghjabadi, Aghdam, Beylagan, Barda, Fuzuli, and Tartar. Their
purpose was to gather data on the districts’ carpet weavers, carpet trad-
ers, and dyers. These studies have opened doors for giving a modern
perspective on the districts’ carpet weaving traditions, and for identifying
future prospects. Information is presented through the various sections,
catalogues, and diagrams of this book.

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AGCABODI

Adcabadi rayonu 1930-cu ilda taskil edilmis, 1963-ci ilda lagv olu-
naraq Adgdam rayonunun tabeliyina verilmis, 1965-ci ilda isa yenidan
mustaqil inzibati rayon olmusdur. Beylagan, Xocavand, Agdam, Barda va
Kar cayr boyunca Zardab rayonlari ils hamsarhad olan rayonda 1 sahar, 1
sohar tipli gasaba va 44 kand vardir.

“Agcabadi” adinin manasi “boyik yasayis maskani” (“agca” - iri,
“badi” - maskan, gasaba) kimi izah edilir. Eneolit, tunc, damir dovrlaring,
habela antik dévra, orta asrlare aid tarix va madaniyyat abidalari -
Uctopa, Kamiltapa, Nargiztapa, Qarakobar, Yaniqtapa, Qalatapa va Gavur
arxi Agcabadi arazisinin gadim doévrlardan baslayaraq intensiv yasayis
maskani oldugunu siibut edir. Buradan askar edilmis va e.a. VI-Ill asrlara
aid oldugu giman edilan skif kurganlan arazinin hale gadim zamanlar-
dan turk xalglarinin maskunlasdigi arazilardan oldugunu siibut edir.

Adcabadi Qarabagin gadim tirk tayfalan olan Qaradolaglanin, Av-
sarlarin, Bayatlarin, Cavansirlarin, Kabirlilarin, Otuzikilarin va digarlarinin
yasadiqglan arazidir. Bu giin do mdvcud olan Avsar, Asagi Avsar, Boyat,
Cofarbayli (Kabirlilarin Cafarbayli oymadinin adi ila), Qaradolaq, Asadi
Qaradolaq, Qaravalli, Muganli, Mehrabli (Qaradonlu tayfasinin Mehrab-
li oymaginin adi ild), Sarcal (Cavansirlar tayfasinin Saricali oymadginin
adi ils), Sotlanli, Sarafxanli yasayis mantagalari Adcabadi rayonunun
arazisinda yasamis tayfalanin adlarnini aks etdirir.

Antik manbalarin Qarabag regionunun arazisinda - Uti va Arsax
vilayatlarinda gadim saharlarin mévcudlugu barada verdiklari malumati
tasdiq edan coxlu arxeoloji abidalar askar edilmisdir. Bu manada Agcabadi
arazisinda askar edilmis Aynian sahar yerini, Ergi yasayis yerini, Tazakand

yasayls mantagasinda (g ciit situnu olan bina galigini, habela Barda ra-
yonundaki Sortapani, Agdam rayonundaki Govurgalani, Fizuli rayonun-
daki Qarakopaktapani va digar abidalari misal gostarmak olar. Onlarin
aksariyyatinin tikintisina hala antik dévrlardan baslanilmis va bu anana
orta asrlarda da davam etdirilmisdir.

Xeyli hissasi Agcabadi rayonunun arazisindan kecan va tikintisi Sa-
sani hokmdari | Qubadin (488-529) adi ilo alagalandirilan “Gavur arx”
Qarabagda uzun middat akinciliyin inkisafinda mihim rol oynamisdir.
Arxin boyik igtisadi ahamiyyata malik oldugunu bilan dmir Teymur XIV
asrda onu asash sakilda tamir etdirmis va 6z ulu babasinin sarafina “Bar-
las arx1” adlandirmisdi. Bu arx xanliglar dévrinda da 6z shamiyyatini
saxlamisdi.

Mahim iqtisadi va harbi-strateji ahamiyyata malik olan Kabirli
mahali Qarabag xanlannin daima diggat markszinda olmusdur. Faktlar
gostarir ki, Qarabag xanliginin banisi Panahali xanin 6zinin ilk paytaxti
olan Bayat qalasini 1748-ci ildo bu mahalda tikdirmasi hec da tasadiifi
deyildir. Qarabagin sonuncu xani general-mayor Mehdiqulu xan Saricali-
Cavansir, xanhq lagv edildikdan sonra uzun middat Agcabadida yasa-
misdir.

Adcabadi XIX asrin Il yansinda Susa gazasinin, Azarbaycan Xalqg
Cambhuriyyati va sovet hakimiyyati dovrinda isa Azarbaycanin mihim
igtisadi ahamiyyata malik yasayis mantagalarindan biri olmusdur.

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AGHJABADI

Aghjabadi was formed in 1930, abolished in 1963 and subordinated
to Aghdam district, then became an independent district again in 1965.
Aghjabadi borders Beylagan, Khojavand, Aghdam, Barda, and Zardab
districts along the Kura River. It comprises one city, one urban settle-
ment, and 44 villages.

The etymology of the name “Aghjabadi” can be interpreted as “lar-
ge settlement” (agja - large, badi - home, or settlement). Historical and
cultural monuments belonging to the Neolithic, Bronze and Iron Age,
antique period and Middle Ages - such as Uchtepe, Kamiltepe, Nargizte-
pe, Garakober, Yanigtepe, Galatepe, and Gavur ditch - prove Aghjabadi to
have long been an intensive settlement. Scythian burial mounds found
in its territory believed to be from 6™-3" century BC, confirm that the
district was inhabited by Turkic nations since ancient times.

Aghjabadi was of primary economic significance for Shusha geza in
the second half of the 19" century, and for Azerbaijan during the Azer-
baijan Democratic Republic and Soviet period. Aghjabadi is where Turkic
tribes of Karabakh such as the Garadolags, Avshars, Bayats, Javanshirs,
Kabirlis, Otuzikilar and others have lived since ancient times. Today’s
existing Avshar, Lower Avshar, Boyat, Jafarbayli (named after Kabirlis” Ja-
farbayli oymag), Garadolag, Lower Garadolag, Garavelli, Mughanli, Meh-
rabli (named after Garadonlu tribe’s Mehrabli oymag), Sarijalli (hamed
after Javanshir tribe’s Sarijalli oymag), Shotlanli, and Sharafkhanli, are
reflected in the names of the tribes that lived in Aghjabadi district.

Many archaeological monuments confirm the information provided
by old sources about the existence of ancient cities in Uti and Artsakh
provinces in Karabakh. Examples include the location of Aynian city, Ergi
residence in Aghjabadi, the ruins of a building with six columns in Ta-
zakand settlement, as well as Shortepe in Barda district, Govurgala in
Aghdam, Garakopektepe in Fuzuli, and other monuments. Construction
of most began in ancient times, and continued into the Middle Ages.

“Gavur canal” is linked with the name of Sassanid ruler Gubad |
(488-529); a large part of the canal passes through Aghjabadi district,
and for a long time played a significant role in the development of ag-
riculture in a vast area of Karabakh. Amir Timur understood the great
economic importance of this canal, and in the 14" century had it repaired
for use and named it “Barlas channel,” in honor of his great grandfather.
The canal retained its economic value even during the khanate period.

Kabirli area, important in economic and military-strategic terms, has
always been a focus for Karabakh khans. It is no coincidence that the
founder of Karabakh khanate, Panahali Khan, built the first Bayat castle
in the capital in 1748. Karabakh’s last khan, colonel general Mehdigulu
khan Sarijalli-Javanshir, lived in Aghjabadi for a long time after khanate
was abolished.

The area of the district is 1,756 km?; its population is 130,800 (as of
January 1, 2015).

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AGDAM

Agdam rayonu 1930-cu ilda taskil edilmisdir. Qarabag dag silsilasinin
simal-sarq otaklarinds, Kiur-Araz ovahidinin garbinda, aran Qarabadin
markazinda yerlasan rayon Tartar, Bards, Adcabadi, Xocavand, Xocali va
Kalbacar rayonlar ila hamsarhaddir. Rayonun iqtisadiyyatinda agir, ye-
yinti va yingil sanaye sahalari ila yanasi, kand tasarrifati da mihim
rol oynamisdir. Agdam saharinda faaliyyat gostaran xalca fabriki rayonu
batin Qarabagin mihim xalcaciliq markazlarindan birina cevirmisdi.

“Calagantapa”, “Uzarliktapa”, “ilanhtopa”, “Leylatapa” adh yerlarda
aparilan arxeoloji tadqigatlar Agdamin qadim insan maskanlarindan
biri oldugunu sibut etmisdir. Rayonun Goéytapa, Quzanl, Kangarli,
Boyahmadli, Gulabli kandlarinin arazisinda eneolit (e.a. VI-IV minilliklar)
va tunc (e.a. IV-Il minilliklar) dévrlarina aid coxlu sayda gadim yasa-
yis maskanlari askar olunmusdur. Arxeoloji tadgiqatlar gostarir ki, bu
arazida yasamis insanlar hala eneolit dévrinds akincilk vo maldarliq
madaniyyatina balad olmus, tunc dévrinda isa dulusculug, metalisloma
va digar sanat sahalari ilo masgul olmuslar.

Agdam rayonunun arazisi erkan orta asrlorda Albaniyanin bo-
ylk yasayis mantaqglarindan biri idi. Xarabaligi rayonun Boyahmadli
kandinda olan Govurgala abidasi bu dévrda Azarbaycan arazisinda bas
veran ictimai-siyasi va dini proseslar haqqinda miayyan tasavvirlar ya-
ratmaga komak edir. Govurqalada ag dasdan insa edilmis xristian (al-
ban) mabadi bélganin memarliq ananalarini xarakteriza etmak G¢iin an
bariz nimunadir. Bu mabad alban hékmdarlarinin yay igamatgahi kimi
sohrat qazanmis Aluen saharinin qaliglar hesab edilir. Aluen sahari orta
asrlarda Bardadan Dabila (Dvin) gedan ticarat yolu Gzarinda yerlasirdi.

Rayonunun arazisi orta asrlarda da Qarabagin inkisaf etmis ticarat
va sanatkarliq markazlarindan biri olmusdur. Maxtalif illards aparil-
mis arxeoloji gazintilar naticasinds askar edilmis maddi-madaniyyat
nimunalari erkan orta asrlar dévriinda rayonun arazisinda metalislama,
dulusculuqg, siisea mamulati istehali, toxuculug kimi sanat sahalarinin in-
kisafindan xabar verir. Burada Gzarinda yazi va xususi isaralar hakk edil-
mis das bitlar va heykallar askar edilmisdir.

Xacin-Darband kandi yaxinhginda insa edilmis tarba, xanhglar
dovrinda insa edilmis Sahbulaq galasi vo Sahbulag mascidi, Panahali
xanin imarati, Panahali xana va onun naslina aid turbalar, Ctma mascidi
va s. Azarbaycan memarliq tarixini aks etdiran nadir incilar hesab edilir.

Qarabagin digar bolgalari kimi, Agdam da gadim tirk tayfalari-
nin yasayls maskanlarindan hesab olunur. Hala erkan orta asrlarda bu
arazi hunlann, xazarlarin, oduzlann, salcuglarin va digar tirk tayfalarn-
nin maskani olmusdur. Agdamin, elaca da bitin Qarabadin ictimai-si-
yasi hayatinda Quzanh tayfasi mihim rol oynamisdir. Umumiyyatls,
Qarabadda, eramizin VI asrindan Azarbaycan arazisinds maskunlasan va
1593-cii ila dair malumata gors, Barde mahalinin Sir nahiyasinda yasamis
bu tayfanin adi ila coxlu sayda yer adlarina rast galmak mimkandar. XIX
asrin ikinci yarisinda Agdam va onunla qonsu rayonlarin arazisinda “Bi-
rinci Quzanh”, “ikinci Quzanh”, “Ana Quzanl”, “Bala Quzanli” adl kandlarin
movcudlugu hagqinda malumatlar var. Son orta asrlerde Qarabagin
Cavansirlar, Kabirlilar, iyirmidordlar, Otuzikilar kimi gucla tayfa birliklari
Agdamla six bagh olmuslar. Qarabag xanliginin banisi Panahali xan aslan
Cavansirlar tayfasinin Saricali oymagindan olmusdur. Hazirda rayonun
arazisinda Saricali oymadginin adini dasiyan Saricali kandi mévcuddur.

Agdam son orta asrlarde Azarbaycan Safavilar dévlatinin Qarabag
baylarbayiliyinin, XVII asrin ikinci yarisi-XIX asrin avvallarinds Qarabag
xanhiginin, rus mistamlakaciliyi dovrinda avvalce Susa, daha sonra Ca-
vansir gazalannin, Azarbaycan Xalq Cimhuriyyati dévrinda isa Qarabag
general-qubernatorlugunun inzibati-arazi vahidlarindan biri olmusdur.

Agdam rayonu 23 iyul 1993-c il tarixinda ermani harbi qivvalari
tarofindan isgal edilmisdir. Hal-hazirda yalniz 10 kandi Azarbaycan Silahli
Quvvalarinin nazarati altinda olan rayonun inzibati markazi 18 min nafar
ahalinin yasadigi Quzanh kandidir.

Rayonun arazisi 1094 km?, ahalisi 191 000 nafardir (1 yanvar, 2015-ci il).
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AGHDAM

Aghdam was established in 1930. The district is located in the nort-
heast foothills of the Karabakh mountain range, in the west of the Kura-
Araz lowland, and center of lowland Karabakh. It borders Azerbaijan’s
other districts: Tartar, Barda, Aghjabadi, Khojavand, Khojali, and Kalbajar.
Along with heavy, food and light industries, agriculture played an im-
portant role in the district’s economy. The carpet factory in Aghdam city
turned the district into one of the most important carpet weaving centers
in Karabakh.

Archeological research conducted in Chalagantapa, Uzerliktepe,
llanlitepe, and Leylatepe prove Aghdam to be one of the most ancient
human settlements. A large number of ancient settlements belonging to
the Neolithic (Copper) era (6""-4™ millennium BC) and Bronze era (4™-2"
millennium BC) were discovered in the district’s villages, Goytapa, Gu-
zanli, Kangarli, Boyahmadli, and Gulabli. Archeological studies show that
people who lived in the district were familiar with farming and stock-
breeding in the Neolithic era, and engaged in pottery, metalwork, and
other fields of art in the Bronze Age.

In the early Middle Ages, the territory of Aghdam was one of the
most populated districts of Albania. The ruins of Govurgala monument
were discovered in Boyahmadli village, and helped to provide a true
picture of the socio-political and religious processes taking place in Azer-
baijan during this period. The Christian (Albanian) temple in Govurgala,
built from white stone, is the best example to represent the district’s
architecture. This tower is considered a ruin of Aluen city, which gained
popularity as a summer residence for Albanian rulers. Aluen city was
located on the trade route from Barda to Debil (Dvin) in the Middle Ages.

Aghdam was a developed trade and crafts center of Karabakh in
the Middle Ages. Artifacts discovered during archaeological excavations
over the years show that metalwork, pottery, glass manufacturing, and
weaving developed here during the early medieval era. Stone idols and
statues with special carved inscriptions and symbols have been discove-
red in the district.

The 12-angled tomb built near Khachin-Darband village, the Shah-
bulag tower and Shahbulag mosque built during the khanate period,
Panahali Khan’s mansion, tombs belonging to Panahali Khan and his des-
cendants, Juma mosque and others, are considered rare representations
of Azerbaijani architecture.

Like other districts of Karabakh, Aghdam is also one of the oldest
settlements of Turkic tribes. In the early Middle Ages, this area was home
to the Huns, Khazars, Oghuzs, Seljuks, and others. The Guzanli tribe pla-
yed an important role in the socio-political life of Aghdam and the enti-
rety of Karabakh. They settled in Azerbaijan in the 6™ century, and accor-
ding to information provided from 1593, many place names in Karabakh
come from the name of this tribe, which lived near Sir in the town of
Barda. Evidence includes Birinji (First) Guzanli, Ikinji (Second) Guzanli,
Ana (Mother) Guzanli, and Bala (Child) Guzanli villages in both Aghdam
and neighboring districts in the second half of the 19t century. In the late
Middle Ages, Karabakh’s strong tribal communities like Javanshir, Kabir-
li, lyirmidord, and Otuziki were closely linked with Aghdam. Panah-Ali
Khan, the founder of Karabakh khanate, was from Sarijalli oymag of the
Javanshir tribe. Currently, the district’s Sarijalli village carries the name of
Sarijalli oymag.

In the late Middle Ages, Aghdam was part of Karabakh baylarbayi
that belonged to Azerbaijan’s Safavid state; in the latter half of the 18"
century and early 19" century it was part of Karabakh khanate; during
the Russian colonization it was first a part of Shusha, then Javanshir gaza.
During the existence of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, Aghdam was
one of the richest areas of the Karabakh general governorship.

On July 23,1993, the Armenian armed forces occupied Aghdam. Only
10 villages of the district are under the control of Azerbaijan. With its cur-
rent population of 18,000, after Armenian occupation Guzanli village be-
came Aghdam’s administrative center. During the occupation, Aghdam’s
cultural monuments have been damaged heavily. The district’s area is
1,094 km?; its population is 191,000 (January 1, 2015).

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AGHDARA

Aghdara district was organised in 1930, known as Jeraberd until
1939, then Mardakert until 1991. In 1960, Aghdara was declared an ur-
ban settlement, then in 1985 it was granted city status. Finally, in 1992,
Aghdara’s former historical name was restored. There was a total of 60
residential settlements in the district: three towns and 57 villages. As a
district, Aghdara was abolished by the National Assembly of the Republic
of Azerbaijan on October 13, 1992, and its villages and fields in those vil-
lages subsequently joined in Aghdam, Tartar, and Kalbajar.

The Khachin and Tartar rivers flowed through its territory. The 78,000
hectares of crop fields of Aghdara and its neighbors were irrigated with
water from reservoir Sarsang built on the Tartar River in 1976.

Khachinchay burial mounds belonging to the early Bronze Age have
been found in Aghdara. The Jarabkert fortress, which is one of the most
famous medieval monuments of Aghdara’s history, is mentioned in writ-

ten sources from the 7" century. With the top side reinforced by double
walls and towers, the fortress was built for military defense.

Cultural monuments include the Ganjasar temple built by Khachin’s
Duke, Hasan Jalal (1216-38), who descended from the Albanians, which
housed Albanian Catholics from the 13"-19" century, and is one of the
most famous monuments in Aghdara district. Others include the Kha-
nabad tower in Vangli village, fortress remains near Gulustan village,
Jermuk tower near Aghdara town, the Albanian temple built in Kolatagh
village in the year 635, 13" century architectural monuments located 1
km northwest of Aghdara, castle ruins belonging to the 12t and 13" cen-
turies, archaeological monument and a bridge from the Medieval period
in Magavuz village, architectural monuments in Talish village, the Urek
(heart) temple from the 13" century, a bridge over the Tartar River, a 13™
century temple on the upper reaches, and the Khatam-Melik tower and
bridge.

1930-cu ilda taskil edilmis Barda rayonu Kir-Araz ovaliginin simal-
garb hissasinda yerlasir. Yevlax, Tortar, AGdam va Agcabadi rayonlar ila
hamsarhad olan Bardada 1 sahar va 110 kand vardir.

Barda mirakkab tarixi inkisaf yolu kecmisdir. Rayonun arazisinda apa-
rlan arxeoloji gazintilar zamani ibtidai icma qurulusu va antik dévrs aid
xeyli miqgdarda maddi-madaniyyat qaliglan - Gzarinda musiqi alati va
caldici qadin tasviri olan piyals, qizil, gimis, mis va siisa bazak asyalar,
kicik gadin heykallari va s. askar edilmisdir.

Barda saharinin takca Azarbaycanin deyil, batovlikds Yaxin Sargin an
gadim yasayis markazlarindan biri olmasini Strabonun, Ptolemeyin, Bo-
yuk Plininin asarlarinda verilmis malumatlar va buradan askar edilmis
arxeoloji nimunalar, o cimladan Makedoniyal isgandar, Arsakilar vo
Roma imperiyasi dovrina aid pullar, dafinalar sibut edir. Bunlar ham da
Bardanin eradan avvalki asrlards ellin 6lkalariila six ticarat alagalarindan
xabar verir.

Sahar bir middat Albaniyanin paytaxti va alban kilsasinin markazi ol-
musdur. 9rab istilalari dévriinda Barda 6zinin yiksalis dévrina gadam
qoydu. Sahar arab garnizonlarinin yerlasdiyi mihim mantaga olmag-
la yanasi, ham da Abbasilar xilafati dovriinda 1l amirliyin markazi ol-
musdur. Barda IX asrda arab xilafatinin tanazzili naticasinda yaranmis
Sacilar dévlatinin an inkisaf etmis saharlarindan biri olmusdur. Qadim
ipak yolunun Azarbaycan arazisindan kecmasi saharin iqtisadi-ticarat
ahamiyyatini daha da artirmisdir. He¢ do tasadifi deyildir ki, bir cox
Azarbaycan hokmdarlar 6z pullarini burada kasdirirdilar. Sahar IX asrda-X

asrin | yarisinda intibah dévrind yasamisdi. Saharin “Kirki” bazari, Bag-
daddan sonra, Yaxin Sarqin an mashur ticarat markazlarindan biri kimi
sohrat qazanmisdi. 9rab maallifi al-Miqaddasi Bardani “6lkanin Bagda-
di”, ibn Hovgal isa «Arranin anasi» adlandirmisdir.

Barda yalniz sayyahlanin va tacirlarin deyil, yadelli isgalcilarin da
diqgoatini calb edirdi. 944-ci ilds sahari ala keciran slavyanlar onu qarat
edarak amansiz sakilda dagitmisdilar. Saharin tanazzil dovri do mahz
bu vaxtdan baslamisdi. Sonraki tarixi marhalalarda monqollarin, 9mir
Teymurun va Nadir sahin tératdiklari dagintilar Bardanin tanazzilini
daha da darinlasdirmisdi.

Orta asrlarda Bardada dogulmus, 6z faaliyyatlari, asarlari ila Yaxin v
Orta Sarq o6lkalarinda taninmis «Bardai» toxallisli boyik alimlar nasli
yasamisdir. Bunlara misal olaraq X asrda Bardads va Bagdadda yasamis
hiiqugsinas Mahammad ibn Abdulla Bardaini, XIV asrda yasamis va Co-
bani 9srafin zilmindan Qizil Ordanin paytaxti Saray saharina kdcmis
siyasi xadim Qazi Mahiaddin Bardaini gostarmak olar.

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BARDA

Barda is located in the northwest of the Kura-Araz lowlands. It borders
Yevlakh, Tartar, Aghdam and Aghjabadi districts. Barda consists of one city
and 110 villages.

Barda has travelled a complex developmental historical path. During
archaeological excavations in the district, a large number of artifacts be-
longing to the primitive era and ancient times have been discovered. Inte-
resting examples among them include a bowl with the image of a musical
instrument and a female musician, gold, silver, copper and glass jewelry,
and small female sculptures.

Information provided in the works of Strabo, Ptolemy, and Great Plini,
artifacts found, and coins and treasures belonging to the era of Alexander
the Great, Arshakids, and the Roman Empire prove that Barda wasn't just
one of the oldest living centers of Azerbaijan, but also the Middle East. It
also shows that Barda maintained close trade relations with civilized co-
untries in the BC period.

The city was once the capital of Albania and, for a while, the center of
the Albanian church. During the Arab conquests, Barda entered a phase of
development. In addition to being a significant post where Arab garrisons
were stationed, the city was the center of the third emirate during the
Abbasid Caliphate.

Barda was one of the most developed cities of the Sajids state, which
was formed as a result of the regression of the Arab Caliphate in the 9™
century. The ancient Silk Road in Azerbaijan’s territory heightened the va-
lue of economic trade in Barda. It is no coincidence that many Azerbaijani
rulers would have their coins minted here. The city reached its peak and

made progress in the 9, and first half of the 10t century. After Baghdad,
the city of Barda's “Kurki” market gained the reputation as one of the most
famous trade centers in the Middle East. Arab author al-Mugeddesi desc-
ribed Barda as, “the Baghdad of the country;” Ibn Havgel called it, “Arran’s
mother.”

With its grandeur and richness, Barda attracted not only travelers and
merchants, but foreign aggressors. In 944, the Slavs took over the city and
robbed and ruthlessly destroyed it. Thus, Barda lost its power and collap-
sed. Later, destruction caused by the Mongols, Amir Timur, and Nadir Shah
worsened Barda’s situation.

A generation of great scholars with the “Bardai” pen name, who were
born in Barda and gained a reputation in Middle Eastern countries with
their work, lived in the Middle Ages. Mahammad ibn Abdulla Bardai, a
lawyer and resident of Barda and Baghdad in the 10" century, and Gazi
Mahiaddin Bardai, a political figure who lived in the 14" century and mo-
ved to Gizil Orda’s capital, Saray city, due to Chobani Ashraf’s tyranny, are
such examples.

The district was rich in various architectural monuments, most of which
were built in medieval times. Although many of them were destroyed in
wars and natural disasters, some of them have survived to this day: the
bridge over Tartar River (7"-9™ century), Barda tomb (14" century), Akh-
sadanbaba tomb (14" century), Ibrahim Mosque (18" century), Ugurbayli
Mosque (19" century), and Bahman Mirza Gajar mausoleum (19™ century).
